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INTRODUCTION

Every year on the occasion of the Annual Meeting of the Board of Directors,
1ICA’s Director General presents an Annual Report to the member country delegates,
which analyzes the Institute’s operation and progress during that period.

The Meeting also serves as a forum where high officials of the host country,
representatives, delegates and |ICA’s high-echelon staff can present a general analysis
of the progress of the Continent’s agricultural development.

A simple comparison of these papers over the years, provides a valid
benchmark of the progress of the projection for humanistic rural development, the
philosophy on which |ICA bases its continental action.

The Nineteenth Annual Meeting of |ICA’s Board of Directors and the Twen-
ty-fifth Meeting of its Technical Advisory Council were held in Mexico D.F., Mexico
from September 22 to 26, 1980.

This 1980 Report, ‘A Projection of Humanistic Rural Development,’’ includes
the Messege of |ICA’s Director General, Dr. José Emilio G. Araujo, to the Nineteenth
Annual Meeting of the Board of Directors.

Also included in this publication are the introductory address, the speech of
Director General Araujo and the official opening words of His Excellency the Presi-
dent of Mexico, José Lopez Portillo, given at the opening ceremony at 11:00 a.m. on
September 22, 1980, in the Hotel El Presidente-Chapultepec.

The first working session of the Board of Directors was opened by the Secre-
tary of Agriculture and Water Resources of Mexico, Francisco Merino Rébago,
President of the Meseting, whose message is also reproduced in this publication.

Traditionally, the Director of the IICA Office in the meeting’s host country
reports on the technical cooperation provided by the Institute to local agencies for
agricultural development. We therefore include the presentation made by Dr. Eduar-
do Salvadé Ifiiguez, |ICA’s Representative Director in Mexico, entitled “IICA’s
Action in Mexico."”

From the closing ceremonies of the Nineteenth Annual Meeting of the Board
of Directors, we include the words of Mr. Merino Rébago and |ICA’s Deputy Director
General, Mr. Manuel Rodriguez.

The Twentieth Annual Meeting of IICA’s Board of Directors, or the First

Meeting of the Inter-American Board of Agriculture under the Institute’s New.
Convention, will teke place in September 1981, in Buenos Aires, Argentina.

1. INTRODUCTION

As | come before you again, | am deeply moved by the significance of this
Nineteenth Annual Meeting of the Board of Directors of the Inter-American Institute
of Agricultural Sciences, and as | greet you, the representatives of the members
countries, | feel the great satisfaction that stems from the knowledge of a job well
done.

This satisfaction comes from the legitimate sensation of having fully complied
with my duty of moving the institution forward during the last ten years, expanding
its service to each and every one of the countries of the Americas that have honored
us by participating as members of our organization. In this task, | have enjoyed the
unflagging cooperation of the best group of technical specialists and professionals
available in this Hemisphere in the field of rural development and the agricultural
sciences.

Thanks to their sustained and loyal cooperation, my work as Director General
has been backed up by a true team effort whose positive impact has been translated
into an efficient, capable institution totally committed to the development of the
rural sector of our countries. The Member States have placed their full confidence in
us for our work, and for this, ladies and gentlemen, | beg you to accept our deepest
gratitude.

The emotion | feel at this moment springs from another factor: the knowledge
that we are witnessing the final meeting of this Board of Directors. It is a true
pleasure for me to report to you that the process begun nine years ago is now in its
final phase of development. We are certain that by the end of the current year, 1980,
we will have received the number of ratifications of the New Convention that we
need, in accordance with the procedures duly approved to make the transition to the
“new’’ Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture, early 1981. Thus we
will draw the final curtain on a thirty-eight year phase of institutional endeavor and
open the door to a new Institute. As stated in the preamble of the New Convention,
the member countries, ‘‘with the intention of strengthening and broadening the
action of IICA,’ have agreed to grant us new and more important responsibilities,
and for this | would like to reiterate my feelings of gratitude.

This is the reason for my emotion. | believe you will all agree with me that,
even as we find ourselves confronting a future full of promise, with an institution
whose broad mandate will enable it to cooperate much more effectively and produc-
tively with its Member States, we cannot turn our backs on the Inter-American
Institute of Agricultural Sciences without feeling a certain nostalgia for all the vital,
positive accomplishments, personal experiences, efforts, studies and challenges that
have covered the length and breadth of the American Continent.

To all those pioneers who first began |ICA; to all those visionaries who, from
their high offices in the governments of the countries of the Americas, approved its
creation and have encouraged its endeavors; to the professionals who joined us during
the early years in Turrialba, during our subsequent expension, and through to our
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current phases | offer my most heatfelt tribute of admiration and gratitude. | feel
that, by expanding our mandate and giving us new horizons to strengthen the insti-
tution, the American Continent is merely giving voice to its conviction that the work
done during the first thirty-eight years of institutional endeavor deserves its recogni-
tion, and it is demonstrating its confidence in us by setting new goals to be reached
for the benefit of all the member countries.

| feel that we have made a great deal of progress toward providing true parti-
cipatory technical cooperation. In this connection, | would like to present you with
some of the concepts wa have developed about this new approach to technical
cooperation. This is an essential task, as these concepts will leave their indelible
thumbprint on |ICA's future actions in the sphere ascribed to us under the New
Convention.

International Technical Cooperation

The current situation of the rural sector in Latin America and the Caribbean is
characterized by high-priority attention to food production, the well-being of the
rural family, and the effort to build national institutions responsible for stimulating
production and increasing well-being. The task of learning how to combine these
three conditions for rural development in our countries is the true challenge of this
new decade, threatened as it is with ominous signs, primarily in the area of the world
economy. We are moving forward with a special confidence in the potential of the
American countries to grow UNITED in meeting these challenges.

This is why we are so heartened by the growing tendency on the part of the
developing countries to take an integrated approach to the tasks of development. We
can see how the interrelationships between the urban/industrial sector and the rural
sector are no longar a simple esoteric source of material for academic research and
speculation, but have become an area of genuine concern by planners and govern-
ments in our countries. In addition, we find that the potential vulnerability of
existing development models is no longer restricted to the theoretical analysis found
in academic literature on the topic of dependence; rather, it now provides the
background information and goals for national devel opment plans and policies.

In the area of the rural sector and its progress, productivist outlooks from the
late fifties have now been weighed and expanded with broader approaches based on a
humanistic viewpoint. The ideas of equity, income, employment and organization
have come to occupy important positions.

Nevertheless, our efforts to deepen and broaden our thinking about develop-
ment have not been well balanced. Achievements have been neither similar or
equivalent from one area to another, and we find striking differences in the percep-
tions of the various countries of a given region on the phenomena of development.
The countries also differ on the strategies needed for overcoming their dissimilar
stages of underdevelopment. This imbalance further manifests itself in the process of
creating technical and policy tools for feeding the development process.

As an example, we have managed to make major technological strides that, in
our early euphoria, caused us to anticipate a “‘green revolution;” but in spite of this
enthusiasm, we have fallen behind in adapting and organizing these new findings for
the use of low-income farmers and farmer organizations that, while rich in labor
resources, have no access to the type of capital they would need for making real
progress.

In the same way, ladies and gentlemen, the development of our concept of
“tachnical cooperation” has suffered from imbalances. At one time, “‘technical
assistance,” as it is often known, pursued the fundamental goal of providing the
developing countries with certain scientific and technological factors and institutional
models that had demonstrated their usefulness and value in the so-called developed
areas of the world.



The implicit assumption of this concept was that, by means of the massive
adoption of this knowledge, it would be possible for the underdeveloped countries to
reproduce the processes that had taken place in the developed nations. Thus, “‘tech-
nical assistance’’ became a vehicle for translating this assumption into reality.

The fundamental problem with this concept of technical cooperation was that
under the circumstances of our countries, the models and most of the technology we
were trying to push simply did not work. Our experience appears to confirm that this
was the product of our own poor understanding of the real world. We were
attempting to use exotic “formulas’’ untried on the field level. This led not only to a
waste of large quantities of human, physical, and economic resources, but also, and
even more seriously, to a substantial increase in the foreign indebtedness of our
countries, which found thenselves acquiring large sums of money through ‘‘develop-
ment loans’’ and investing them in wild adventures which produced minimal or even
negative, results,

This should not come as a surprise if we acknowledge that, as in so many other
types of situations, there is very little that can be directly transferred from one
society or culture to another. We would therefore support the assertion that, in the
area of science and technology, the potential for absolute transfer is practically nil.

In this connection, ladies and gentlemen, we feel that there is no use in trying
to set up a few International Research Centers to replace national institutions. We
have seen evidence that it is nearly impossibile to transfer knowledge to users unless
national institutional capacity has reached at least a minimum acceptable level. It
must be able not only to experiment with adaptation, but also to organize itself into
a coherent, harmonious system that will facilitate the process of adopting the new
technology.

For all these reasons, |ICA has sought a new approach to the traditional
misnomered process of technical assistance. To start with, we have called it ‘techni-
cal cooperation,’”’ which implies not only a switch in terminology, but fundamentally,
a new approach more in accordance with our basic strategy of institution building.

This concept is very important. In general terms, the major functions of the
organizations for international technical cooperation where defined by political
circumstances that produced divergent expectations in the various member countries.
For this reason, and because of the obvious fact that the member countries have
evolved from a state of passive consciousness raising to a period of direct action, the
organizations for international tachnical cooperation will have to realign their pro-
grams of action, and even their organizational structures, in accordance with the new
problem-solving approaches adopted by the member countries.

If we accept this premise, we must recognize that international technical
cooperation, in order to be useful, must stimulate national efforts and institutionalize
change or progress. If this does not happen, it becomes a “‘crutch” standing in the
way of the independence of self-sufficiency of the member countries, producing a
distorted, vicious circle in pursuit of its own self-perpetuation.

The Foundations of Technical Cooperation

Technical cooperation is besed on the fact that, for various reasons aside from
the presence of international organizations, there are differences among and within
the member countries, in terms of knowledge, past experience, and relative develop-
ment. This creates the possibility for exchange or dissemination of knowledge and
experience from one country or institution to another.

At the same time, the circumstances that create the need for technical cooper-
ation can produce different kinds of action on the part of the countries and insti-
tutions in a position to ‘‘give’’ and those that must “receive’’. For this reason we have
generated a broad range of international activities. Developing and changing with

time, in our sphere they have eventually led to a consensus on what must be done,
how it should be offered, and how technical cooperation should function.

At this point we find the emergence of the concept of reciprocal technical
cooperation among the developing nations, by means of which the level of depen-
denca can be gradully reduced between developed and under-developed countries.
The problem, then, becomes a question of interdependence among countries with
similar levels of relative development, through the use of their individual capacities
and experiences in specific technical, economic, administrative or organizational
areas. This, is turn, will help create new capacities and develop collective self-suffi-
ciency in the economic, scientific, and technological sense. ‘‘Intermediate techno-
logy’’ will be developed for using the adapted or native processes available in all the
relatively more developed countries and transfering them as easily as possible to the
relatively less-developed countries in accordance with local conditions.

This new attitude, however, was not enough, after the first few years of
experienca, fraught with hard work and torn by contradictions, the countries seem to
have recognized that the road of social and economic transformation cannot be
dependent or based exclusively on models that have sprung from the so-called devel-
oped countries of today, For this reason, IICA has moved toward the concept of
reciprocal and participatory technical cooperation, which implies that international
action must contribute to the development of an appropriate level of self-sufficiency
in the countries and their institutions, enabling them to engage in sustained, effective
actions that will create the internal conditions needed for making better use of
cooperation.

Thus we reaffirm our conviction that reciprocal, participatory technical coop-
eration is particularly useful for the countries if, through work with them and their
institutions and personnel, tools can be designed that will provide solutions to
concrete problems. This fosters the development of permanent national capabilities
that will progressively reduce the need to request help from foreign experts when
similar problems arise.

To the extent that this can be done systematically, we call it institution
building. We feel that it is the basic prerequisite if any participatory technical co-
operation is to be effective and successful, and we view it as ||ICA’s key operational
strategy.

Likewise, we see comparative advantages in developing this type of cooper-
ation through the use of bilateral mechanisms. We feel that this can facilitate the
mutual encounter of a greater number of experiences, which in turn favors the
development of improved models that are easily adaptable and have a higher
potential for success.

The extent to which national capabilities are developed determines the
freedom of international organizations to increase the excellence, quality and tech-
nical consistency of the services they provide to the member countries.
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,AII this assumes greater significance when it is put into the framework of
finanaokal cooperation, We feel that every financial contribution should contain
elements of participatory and reciprocal technical cooperation, as we have described
it. The goal would be to enable the institutions to administer their own operations
and introduce new innovations, and this would bring about the real impact that is
sought through financial contributions.

This is IICA's perception of technical cooperation. We are convinced that it is
an accurate picture of the evolution of the concept of development in our region, and
we strongly believe that technical cooperation, conceived and executed in association
with the member countries, will bring about the transformations we seek. The
resulting changes will be fundamental, rather than superficial, and thus will not have
the effect of hobbling the development we all seek.



I1l. SOME IMPORTANT ACHIEVEMENTS

Before | present the progress reports on some of the areas of institutional
endeavor, allow me to give your some information on several of the achievements we
have made that we feel are fundamental for improving the management of our
institution. These include:

Substantial increases in specific projects

IICA has recently strengthened its work by making substantial increases in
specific projects based on agreements and contracts signed with national and interna-
tional organizations, as well as with development financing agencies.

As you know, the 1978-79 period lasted eighteen months, due to the change
in our fiscal year. During this period, 55 new agreements and contracts were signed,
bringing about a major increase in the Institute’s economic resources. This involved
hiring a large number of technical specialists to handle the demands of the new
projects., During this period, the Institute passed the ten-million-dollar mark in
external resources, particularly if we include the two and a half million dollar annual
contribution of the Simon Bolivar Fund. These resources were distributed to over
twenty countries through more than thirty projects.

So far in 1980, we have continued to increase our external resources by
signing agreements and contracts and, in accordance with a resolution of the Board of
Directors, by establishing new programs and activities. As a result, at the present
time, we are handling external resources of over 17 million dollars. Together with the
monies from the Simon Bolivar Fund, this brings outside resources to 60 percent of
total 1ICA income.

For the next five years of operation, our goal will be to increase external
funding to fully 75 percent of 1ICA’s resources, thus limiting the proportion of quota
funds from member countries to only 25 percent of total funding.

As you will note, this introduces a new approach, with an administrative and
technical management system quite different from the |ICA of today. This new
dimension of institutional development implies, without a doubt, the development of
a much more efficient and dynamic institution, in both the technical and the
administrative senses. Thus, we find ourselves in the process of re-evaluating our
systems, with the help of our own officials and units, and with the cooperation of
international consultants who are preparing their preliminary report and expect to
complete it shortly.

The Establishment of Joint IICA/CDB, 11ICA/World Bank, and I1ICA/IDB Units

As | noted, ladies and gentlemen, the Governments of the member countries
have been giving higher priority to the agricultural sector and to the formulation and
execution of national rural development policies. Likewise, higher levels of external
resources are expected, as well as the need to increase the capability of national
institutions to implement their priorities by identifying, preparing and managing their
projects more appropriately.

1ICA segeks to increase the coordination of technical and financial cooperation,
particularly on the international level. We know that this effort will be translated into
increased benefits for the target population in the member countries.

In this framework, IICA has established, or is about to establish, Joint Units
with the Development Banks, to assist the countries in identifying and preparing
agricultural and rural development projects suitable for funding by the various
international financing organizations. At the present time, the Governments of Costa
Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Nicaragua and Panama are receiving
technical cooperation from the Joint World Bank/UNDP/IICA Unit. It is hoped that
similar units can be established with the IDB (to benefit the relatively less-developed
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countries), and with the Central American Bank for Economic Integration. In
addition, an agreement has been signed with the CDB for providing assistance to the
member countries of that institution. During this fiscal period, special efforts have
been made in three specific areas:

- designing projects suitable for external funding in the national offices,
Headquarters units, and national organizations;

- providing the national offices with advisory services in specific aspects
of project development; and

- providing IICA personnel with technical training and improvement
programs.

Relations with new member countries, extra-continental countries and other organi-
zations

Our institution has been strengthened with the membership of two new
countries, Grenada and Guyana, both located in the Caribbean zone. We are now
holding membership discussions with the newly emerging countries in that area.

As the member countries are aware, we have been involved in negotiations
with the OAS Secretary General concerning the harmonious organization and coordi-
nation of work being done in rural development. These negotiations reflect the
feelings repeatedly expressed by the member countries, concerning the need to avoid
duplication of cooperative efforts in the inter-American sphere. This implies the
distribution of technical responsibility among organizations, as well as cooperation
and coordination for carrying out complementary activities.

Thanks to the interest shown by the Secretary General of the OAS,
Ambassador Alejandro Orfila, IICA and the OAS have been able to set down the
general terms for transferring rural development actions to IICA. This would be done
by the Executive Secretary for Economic and Social Affairs, Diego de Figueiredo, at
the next CEPCIES meeting.

There is also a possibility of reaching an understanding with FAO for setting
up coordination mechanisms by negotiating a general agreement. | would like to
report that, in principle, the Director General of that organization has agreed to open
negotiations which, | am certain, will show significant progress in coming months.

Last May we attended a meeting in Chile that FAO had called in consultation
with 1ICA. The purpose was to study all the programs of the international, regional
and sub-regional organizations working in the rural sector of the Hemisphere, and
communicate the information to the member countries.

We have initiatad formal contacts with the European Econorhic Community
(EEC) and have drawn up several formal proposals for project financing on the
regional and sub-regional levels.

We are also making progress in negotiations with the IDB, the IBRD, the
Central American Bank for Economic Integration, the Caribbean Development Bank,
and IFAD, to support pre-investment work on the country level, in compliance with
Recommendation No. 1 of the Seventh Inter-American Conference on Agriculture,
held in Tegucigalpa, Fonduras, in September, 1977.

At the present time, we have a number of projects for acquiring outside
financing. They are in various stages of preparation and negotiation, and since the
beginning of 1980, we have signed 47 agreements or contracts with national and
international organizations. We have also prepared reports on the legal aspects of
IICA's institutional relationships.

On the regional level, we have been cooperating with such organizations as
OIRSA (the Regional International Organization of Plant Protection and Animal



Health Care) in Central America; SIECA (the Permanent Secretariat of the General
Treaty for Central American Integration), also in Central America; CARICOM in the
Caribbean; ALADI, formerly LAFTA, on the regional level; and ALIDE (the Latin
American Association of Development Institutions) and OLADE (the Latin American
Energy Organization), in the areas of credit and energy.

In addition, we have revitalized and expanded our work with the observer
countries. They have given us technical assistance, donations, and various kinds of
financing. Of special note are the contributions of Germany, France, Holland, Japan,
Spain, England and lIsrael; cooperation has also been forthcoming from Portugal,
Austria, Italy, Egypt and Belgium.

Finally, we have raised the voice of Latin America and the Caribbean at
world-level international events by presenting lectures and papers at meetings in
Finland, Sweden, India, Italy, Korea, the Philippines, and a number of countries on
the African Continent.

Evaluation of the Tropical Agriculture Research and Training Center and the Simon
Bolivar Fund

The Tropical Agriculture Research and Training Center (CATIE), as you are all
aware, was created in compliance with Resolution IICA/JD/Res.2(173) of our Board
of Directors and was set up by a Civil Association comprised of the Government of
Costa Rica and IICA. The countries of Central America, as well as the Dominican
Republic in the Caribbean, have become members, and according to the terms of its
constitution, it is to have a duration of ten years, ending in July, 1983.

We therefore propose that this Annual Meeting of the Board of Directors
authorize |ICA to conduct an evaluation of the scope and projections of this Resolu-
tion. In the section concerning the Contract with the Government of Costa Rica
(which is part of the Resolution), Article 21 established the procedures for terminat-
ing or extending the duration. It requires an evaluation which would have to begin
in 1981 in order to be ready by 1983, to give us a clear view of CATIE's achieve-
ments, activities and limitations. This would provide the member countries with a
tool for reaching a decision on the future of this important research and training
center for the tropical area.

In the same vein, we will be presenting a request to conduct an evaluation of
the first five years of operation of the Simon Bolivar Fund, in compliance with
Article 21, letter f. of the Fund Regulations approved in Resolution IICA/RAJD/
26(14/75).

In both cases, we recommend that the evaluations be conducted by
consultants from outside |ICA, with the advice and cooperation of CATIE and |ICA
personnel.

Given these circumstances, ladies and gentlemen, we feel it is absolutely
essential that these evaluations be conducted. They would provide us with a clear
view of the needs, modifications and projections for the continuation of these two
important areas of institutional endeavor.

A Word about Inflation

Latin America, the countries of the Caribbean, the United States of America,
and Canada are all being affected by an inflationary process, unprecedented in
modern history.

Undoubtedly, the inflationary process has serious repercussions for the
capacities of technical cooperation organizations, which find their operational re-
sources shrunken and have felt the need to rechannel their funds to pay the increased
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costs of personnel, travel, materials and equipment. The Draft Program-Budget we are
presenting for 1981 takes this situation into account and, within a realistic and
pragmatic framework, articulates our approach to meeting the inflation-caused cost
increases. We have high expectations for your approval of the budget as presented,
for in recent years we have been absorbing the effects of inflation primarily by
refusing to create new technical and administrative positions.

If we had not taken this approach, we may well have found ourselves cutting
back certain operational items to the point of total inactivity, and we would have had
to freeze the hiring scale for professional and general service personnel, thus putting
ourselves into an uncompetitive position.

It is clear, ladies and gentlemen, that this situation cannot continue if we want
IICA, your organization for the rural sector, to have the technical and operational
capacity required for complying with the mandate you have given us.

Natural resources: a major concern

The energy crisis unleashed in 1973 is merely one sympton of the crisis
affecting development models that place extreme pressure on natural resources
without allowing for rational exploitation. Thus, the high energy prices that emerged
some years ago will soon be compounded by the enourmous cost of recovering idle or
ill-used resources and putting them into production.

The ever-present threat of hunger, whose spectre hangs over the entire world,
the growing use of imported foods in several countries of the region, together with
severe balance of payment problems and the ongoing need for production and export
in order to make full use of our human potential, demand that the member countries
implement policies for making integral use of the abundant natural resources
available in Latin America and the Caribbean. In the interest of generations to come,
and in order to avert the shortfalls that are now making themselves felt and are
clearly foreseeable in the future, we must design systems that manage these resources
by preserving a long-term flow of production.

Our tasks for the future are not new, because the region continues to owe
itself and the world an integral, rational use of its human and natural resources. But
the urgent need to cover accumulated debts is being exacerbated by growing
economic and population pressures, which can no longer be fully absorbed.

Serious problems remain to be solved, including the need to find productive
technologies appropriate for little-known ecological zones; the need for nations and
regions to acquire and absorb the extensive financing needed for incorporating often
isolated and underpopulated zones; and the difficulty of reconciling private interests
in the short term with the need for conservation. The search for solutions in the
framework of rural development efforts will be subject to what the countries can and
want to do. Cooperation among countries, often in the form of exchanges of
information and experiences, and often through joint direct action in common areas,
can and should be a useful tool for the work of each country. |ICA is offering its own
experience for facilitating this cooperation, and its capacity for technical cooperation
as needed for the process is available to the member countries.

111. PROGRESS REPORT IN SPECIFIC AREAS

As in my custom, in addition to presenting you with full detailed information
on |ICA’s activities, through the Annual Report and its various supporting
documents, | would like to submit to your consideration a number of specific
examples of progress achieved in areas that assume special importance for the
Institute. For this discussion | have selected the following cases:

Information for rural development

It is truly a pleasure for me to report to the Representatives that we have been
progressing with activities to reinforce national sub-systems of agricultural informa-



tion. To this end, we have increased the technical capacity of the Inter-American
Agricultural Information and Documentation Center (CIDIA), with the addition of
new specialists, both in areas of direct support to the countries, and in technical
editing, for more and better publications.

We have also made substantial increases in the number of Depositary Libraries.
In the beginning, sixty were receiving our publications and documents, but the
number has now grown to over 200, distributed throughout the member countries.
This gives us a much more extensive reading public, from the point of view of
geographic coverage. Access to our information is not exclusively available to the
most important areas of each country, but is beginning to reach all the zones.

In addition, our Central Headquarters has received and installed a new
computer, which considerably expands our capacity for data storage and increases
the speed of information retrieval. This enables us to provide much more efficient
services than previously.

It is also important to note that the work of the Information Project for
Central America (PIADIC) was strengthened with the renewal of our agreement with
the regional agency of AID (ROCAP), and it has now moved into a new phase of
activities in the sphere of the Central American Isthmus. We have also received
continuing support from Canada’s IDRC, by means of an agreement through which
we can establish mini-projects on information in several member countries.

| feel that the most important activities in support of national information
systems, in addition to the Central American projects, are in such countries as Argen-
tina, Brazil, Bolivia, the Dominican Republic, Peru, and Venezuela, where substantial
progress has been made.

Animal Health Program

The Institute’s first step toward implementing this program was to organize
and conduct the First Meeting of Animal Health Directors, which was held in San
Jose, Costa Rica from August 22 to 25, 1979. It was attended by representatives of
all the Member States of IICA, as well as international and regional organizations
active in the field of Animal Health in the countries of the Hemisphere.

During this period, the Program Director was appointed. Area veterinarians
were selected, and a Special Advisor was named for programming activities to provide
the countries with technical cooperation in Animal Health.

The Animal Health program activities began early this year when personnel
were selected. Technical assistance has been provided in the following activities:

Argentina: The National Veterinary Research Laboratory, INTA-CASTELAR,
received assistance in preparing a project for reorganizing and expanding its activities
and those of the chain of veterinary diagnostic laboratories in the country. The
project proposal will be presented to the INTA Administration and the government
in the next few weeks, to be considered for national fund allocation and international
credit assistance. |ICA helped with the scientific programming and the economic
analysis of the preliminary draft.

In a joint effort with the Director of the Graduate Department of the School
of Veterinary Sciences at the University of La Plata, a project is being designed for
establishing a regional Animal Health training center. It would receive funding from
the University of La Plata, the University of Buenos Aires, the Argentine Veterinary
Diagnosis and Research Centers, and financial contributions made by the Banco de la
Nacion and the Banco de la Provincia de Buenos Aires. At the present time, negotia-
tions are underway with national authorities for formalizing a project and an opera-
tional agreement between the government and |ICA.

Chile: Direct and administrative technical assistance was given for formulating
a project for the eradication of hog cholera, to be launched in 1981.
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Peru: At the request of the government, a technical review was made of the
program for the eradication of hog cholera and the prevention of African Swine
Fever.

Central America: An IICA team recently conducted a feasibility study in these
countries for the development of a screwworm eradication program based on the
biological elimination methods currently in use in Mexico, with the cooperation of
the United States of America.

Haiti: Technical personnel from IICA’s Animal Health Program, together with
a team of Institute specialists, have made several visits to this country to help the
government formulate a plan for the eradication of African Swine Fever. Similarly,
1ICA has been involved in ongoing discussions with the governments of Mexico, the
United States, and Canada, to obtain financing for this program which, given nature
of the problem, will require investments of several million dollars.

The Caribbean: From August 18 to 22, Georgetown, Guyana was the site of
an Animal Health Training Course sponsored by |ICA with the cooperation of PAHO.
It was attended by personnel from the veterinary services of 16 countries and
territories in the Caribbean. In addition, a working plan was drawn up for the devel-
opment of veterinary diagnosis and quarantine services in the region.

Mexico: Arrangements are being made with this country for setting up the
Animal Health “Emergency Fund’’ that |ICA has proposed to its administrative
Bodies.

Such a fund is needed for the implementation of exotic disease control pro-
grams and the establishment of Animal Health inspection and quarantine services.

Negotiations are underway with the Animal Health Office for using the
excellent veterinary resources available in Mexico (the Palo Alto Livestock Research
Institute, the Santa Teresa Tecama Exotic Disease Laboratory, the National Network
of Veterinary Laboratories, etc.), for a special training program for Central America
and Panama.

IICA’s Animal Health Program has enjoyed high-level participation in several
international meetings and conferences, such as the World Conference of Animal
Health Directors of the International Epizootic Office in Paris, France, May, 1980;
the World Congress of Infections and Food Poisoning, Berlin, July, 1980; and
National Conferences on Veterinary Medicine held in Mexico, Venezuela, and the
United States.

Finally, the Second Inter-American Meeting of Animal Health Directors of the
Hemisphere is soon to be held,at IICA Headquarters in San Jose, Costa Rica.

Plant Protection Program

This Program was launched at the First Meeting of Plant Protection Directors,
organized by 1ICA and held at Headquarters in San José, Costa Rica from August 15
to 18, 1979. The meeting was attended by representatives of all the IICA Member
States, as well as international and regional organizations supporting the field of Plant
Protection in the countrigs of the Hemisphere.

At this First Meeting, the Program Director was appointed and charged with
selecting specialists to work in each of the four geographic areas. He was also respon-
sible for programming future activities on the continental level in the field of Plant
Protection.

At this time, the Specialists for the Andean and Southern Areas have assumed
their posts. The Specialist for Antilles is being chosen and the Specialist for the
Northern Zone is just being hired.



The overall objective of the Program is to establish a coordination mechanism
for dealing with the plant health problems of economic importance to the region. In
order to fulfill the basic purposes of the Program, a number of actions have already

been taken.

Meetings have been held with the Regional Technical Committees of the
Northern, Antillean, Andean and Southern Zones. These Meetings lasted from two to
three days and were held in Panama, Barbados, Ecuador and Uruguay, respectively.

As a result of these first two series of meetings, the following priorities have
been set for each region:

In the Northern Zone:

Study the establishment of an Emergency Fund for the control and
eradication of pests and diseases.

Draw up sample regulations for quarantine services and legislation.
Promote professional training (courses, scholarships, etc.).

Propose mechanisms for coordination with national, regional and
international organizations.

Establish relations with institutions or organizations for developing a
plant health information exchange system to streamline information
dissemination.

Work with Area Organizations to coordinate financing mechanisms for
Plant Protection research programs.

Recognize ICAITI as a regional reference laboratory.

In the Antillean Zone:

Plans of action for the control and eradication of the following pests
and diseases: Smut and Rust of sugar cane; coco nut diseases; leaf-
cutting ants; vegetable nematodes; moko disease of banana and
plantain; Rust and Berry Borer of coffee; citrus diseases.

The effective use of pesticides.

In the Andean Zone:

The introduction of two projects to obtain institutional support for the
improvement of plant health control, which are now under considera-
tion by the Ministries of Agriculture in Bolivia and Ecuador.

Four training courses on Coffee Rust, held in Ecuador and Peru.

Technical support to the Government of Bolivia for the problem of
Tragoderma sp. in rice crops.

In the Southern Zone:

Follow-up visits have been made to the countries of the region, for the
purpose of coordinating the implementation of the Plant Protection
program and compiling information on the problems affecting it.

Other Activities:

The preparation of a course on Plant Protection, in coordination with
the Board of the Cartagena Agreement, the Government of Venezuela
and |ICA, scheduled for November of this year.

Achievements of the Program for Increasing the Participation of Women in Rural
Development

The human element of rural development has been receiving increasing
attention in the last decade. Rural orgenization, associative enterprises, youth clubs
and homemaker’s groups are being seen more and more as critical components of
development programs for the poor and overlooked sectors of the population. At the
same time, greater emphasis is being placed on the economic and social potential of
one of the most ancient and fundamental organizations of our society: The Family.

Organization for participation is an essential objective of the policies and
strategies for campesino families. Training, seen as a cultural dialogue with the rural
family, creates the conditions for action and participation to throw off the shackles
of dependence, inequality and poverty.

In addition, training enhances the productive capacity of women and rural
youth who are active in their families, social groups, or associative enterprises.

IICA’s Program for Women in Rural Development was begun in July, 1979
with the goal of increasing the socioeconomic participation or rural women in devel-
opment by organizing small-scale production. Rural organization, technology
transfer, and administrative services are fundamental elements and are being
developed through joint projects with specialists from national agencies. Rural
workshops and technical advisory services on the intermediate and higher levels are
some of the key activities for transforming public programs for women and campesi-
no families.

The methods which have been designed for incorporating women into the
productive process focus on the need to train rural women, through their own organi-
zations, in the technical and administrative aspects of production. On the basis of a
preliminary analysis of the situation of campesino women in each country, recom-
mendations are made for new extension and promotion systems for women, to be
provided through the relevant national institutions.

In order to implement these methods as demonstration projects, four coun-
tries were selected (one in each Zone) to initiate the process of transforming women's
extension systems. In addition, the four regional coordinators were selected, appoint-
ed and trained. They are located in Honduras in the Northern Zone, Jamaica in the
Antillean Zone, Brazil in the Southern Zone, and Ecuador in the Andean Zone.

-
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The rural organization projects are in Honduras and Jamaica. After the initial
diagnostic phase, a demonstration zone was selected in each country for beginning
the task of reinforcing women’s production organizations while at the same time
training national specialists and planners. Two positive features of these actions to
benefit the campesino family are the cooperation of the PRACA/GOBHOL program
in Honduras, and the inclusion of the project in the Alisides work in Jamaica.

The projects for technology transfer are located in Ecuador and Brazil. In
these countries, a number of courses were planned for training national professionals
and campesino families in production with appropriate technology. These courses
were based on the findings of country-by-country diagnoses that pinpointed the most
critical needs of the campesinos.

In response to requests from IICA member countries, the Division of Women
and Rural Youth is designing projects for five countries. They will begin activities in
1981 in the following countries: Panama in the Northern zone, Haiti and Barbados in
the Antillean Zone, Bolivia in the Andean Zone, and Paraguay in the Southern Zone.
These projects are being designed to use participatory planning methods, thus
incorporating national professionals and campesino women into the implementation
of the programs that will serve them.

Program for the Conservation and Management of Land and Water Resources

The Program for the Conservation and Management of Land and Water Re-
sources was approved in 1975 as one of the objectives and strategies of the Board of
Directors of the Institute. It has significantly increased its work in many of the
countries, in support of national institutions and organizations responsible for
optimizing the agricultural use, conservation and development of these vital
resources,

This increase has stremmed primarily from the signing of Agreements,
Contracts and Letters of Understanding, which are renewable but vary in terms of
duration. They have specific objectives and working plans for reaching, as much as
possible, the high priority goals set down in national sectoral and regional plans for
economic and social development.

A basic objective common to many of these commitments is to help fortify
institutional systems by updating and reinforcing their legal provisions and regula-
tions governing the use, conservation and development of land and water resources.
They also seek to upgrade the organizations and operation of national institutions
and organizations so they can better fulfill their responsabilities in this area. Other
major objectives of these commitments include conducting an inventory and
evaluation of available resources; formulating national irrigation plans; developing
inter-sectoral and inter-institutional coordination; providing the professionals and
specialists working in national institutions with training on various levels in inter-
disciplinary matters related to problems of the conservation and management of land
and water resources; ensuring that the users of irrigation projects be included in the
process of designing programs to organize them; and studying, upgrading and/or devel-
oping useful methods and techniques for reaching project goals. All of this is being
done in close coordination with related activities in other Institute programs.

The commitments that have been assumed include agreements signed with
official institutions in Argentina, Brazil, Bolivia, Colombia, Costa Rica, the Domini-
can Republic, Ecuador, Haiti, Guatemala and Jamaica. Funds for these projects have
been provided by various sources, including the IDB, World Bank, Simon Bolivar
Fund, and IICA’s own national regular extra-quota funds. This has made it possible
to further project development, and it has allowed for seven specialists on the Conser-
vation and Management of Land and Water Resources and a Coordinator of the Land
and Water Task Force to be hired as members of the regular international profes-
sional personnel of IICA. In addition, over 20 qualified specislists have been hired as
temporary personnel for periods of time stipulated in the working plans.

Aside from this, regular Program specialists, with the occasional support of
consultants of recognized technical competence, have worked closely with the Plans
of Action in their headquarters countries, to develop activities for cooperation and
technical support. These activities have led to projects for land and water resources,
as stipulated in 1ICA’s Operational Program.

In a very brief synthesis, we will mention some of the recent achievements in
support of the task of upgrading and/or complementing legal and regulatory provi-
sions covering water use. They include new drafts of the General Water Resources
code in the Republic of Guatemala and the EI Chaco Province in Argentina; new
draft legislation on water in the Dominican Republic; general regulations, which have
now been enacted, for the operation and maintenance of irrigation districts in Brazil,
supplemented by specific regulations for various districts and technical and method-
ological instructions, etc. New draft legislation on Water Resources is currently being
formulated for Bolivia and Costa Rica.

In the area of upgrading the organization and operation of institutions
responsible for the conservation and management of land on the national level,
mention should be made of the preliminary draft drawn up in conjunction with the
National Water Resources Institute (INDRHI) of the Dominican Republic, and the
documents being formulated for Brazil, Bolivia and Costa Rica.

In the area of training, a number of national courses and seminars have been
provided in such areas as the conservation and management of soil; soil suspension in
water and its application to the design of irrigation control gates and sand boxes; the
sysematization of land for irrigation; the operation, conservation and administration
of irrigation projects; drainage; the conservation and management of watershed
basins; the operation of dams; etc. As in previous years, work was also done to
coordinate, plan and supervise technical exchanges and reciprocal training among
specialists from different countries in the Region, to help them derive mutual benefit
from their neighbors’ solutions of common problems in the field of the conservation
and management of land and water resources.

We are convinced that the new technologies of localized irrigation, particularly
drip irrigation, offer very favorable possibilities as valid alternatives for boosting the
development of irrigation farming in Latin American areas that suffer severe
limitations on the availability and quality of land and water. The program, with the
cooperation and sponsorhip of major public and private institutions active in irriga-
tion development in Brazil, organized and carried out the Third Latin American
Seminar on Drip Irrigation in Campinas, in the State of Sdo Paulo, Brazil, in October,
1979. The event was attended by over 240 recognized specialists from 12 countries
of the Region, from Spain, and from regional and world technical cooperation
organizations. Concrete progress was made in acquiring knowledge of the principles
and foundations of this new irrigation technology. There was a sharp increase in its
use in many countries, by comparison with the findings of the two previous Seminars
held by the Program (Argentina, 1975 and Mexico, 1977).

In response to an express request from the delegation of Venezuela, and the
strong recommendations of the Plenary Session of this Third Seminar, the Program is
working with public and private institutions in that country to organize the Fourth
Latin American Seminar on this subject. It will held in Barquisimeto, and the date
has been tentatively set for June 12 to 27, 1981.

In January of this year, formal activities were begun under the Office of the
Associate Deputy Director General for Rural Development, with the establishment of
the Land and Water Task Force. Since that time, in addition to the support and
coordination activities in the various areas of the Program, work has begun to
compile, study and analyze information on the problems shared by most of our
countries in the area of land and water resources. Several have been identified
appropriate for further study and in-depth research, with the purpose of finding and
proposing the alternative solutions most appropriate to the situations of the countries
of the region.



The problems that have been identified and followed through to the project
profile stage for study and research include “Policies for the Organized Participation
of Users in the Management and Development of Irrigation Projects in Latin
America;” “‘Mechanisms of Inter-Institutional Coordination for the Development of
Irrigation Projects;” ““The Cost of Services for the Administration, Operation and
Conservation of Irrigation Projects;” and ‘‘Recovering the Investment of Public
Funds Spent to Study and Erect Infrastructure for Irrigation Projects.” Efforts are
now underway to explore various possibilities for following up on the financing
needed to improve these study and research projects.

The Simon Bolivar Fund

Ladies and Gentlemen, | would now like to discuss some of the major ele-
ments of the Simon Bolivar Fund, which went into effect in mid-1976 as a technical
tool by which 11CA could help spur the rural development process in Latin America
and the Caribbean.

The Fund operated through projects. Costs are nonrefundable, and the goal is
to support national projects selected in collaboration with the authorities of the
countries. They must comply with the objectives of the Fund and of IICA, and be
oriented toward campesinos in the relatively less-developed regions. They are even-
tually absorbed by national organizations and, in addition to yielding permanent
positive results in the short term, they usually generate financial support from other
sources.

We will be asking our member countries, particularly those which have
benefited from Simon Bolivar Fund projects, to help us prolong this important
institutional resource. We will ask them to contribute a sum equivalent to ten percent
(10%) of the Fund monies they have received. Thus, we will create additional re-
sources to help continue the Fund and give the beneficiary countries an opportunity
to express their cooperation and interest in the projects.

To date, the Fund has set up 42 projects, of which 10 have been completed.
Of those that are still in process, four are multi-national and 28 are located in
member countries.

In compliance with recommendations issued by this Board of Directors, and
with the Regulations of the Fund, evaluations have been conducted of 15 projects
(Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Dominican Republic, Guyana, 2 in Haiti, 2 in
Honduras, Jamaica, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, and Uruguay). By the end of 1981, 80
percent of the projects are expected to be ready for evaluation.

Our past experiences, as well as these evaluations, have cast light on major
achievements of a general nature, for |ICA and for the countries.

Among these general achievements, we can state that |ICA has cooperated
with over 75 organizations from the agricultural sector of the countries; it has
provided specific training to over 1,500 specialists, and its work is affecting over
twelve thousand campesino families. It should also be noted that the projects on the
whole have generated financing for the countries from other sources, totalling over
forty million dollars.

As a benefit for |ICA itself, the Fund has:

1. Become an effective tool, through a greater concentration of re-
sources, for pinpointing certain critical problems of interest to the
countries.

2. Generated new projects and resources to be managed by IICA, thus
giving continuity to the work.
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3. Made it possible to research and test new methods, on the field level
and in contact with beneficiary campesinos, giving an innovative
approach to rural development.

4, Through the Fund, IICA has expanded its institutional relations, which
has led to the acquisition of up-to-date technology and resources, both
for |ICA and for the countries.

5. IICA has gained experience in the management of the rural develop-
ment process.

In this brief message, | cannot go into all the benefits that have been generated
for the countries. Therefore, | have selected the most outstanding accomplishments,
as indicated in the project evaluations for Jamaica, Brazil, Honduras and Peru.

The Jamaican project for the study and implementation of hillside farming has
generated previously unavailable knowledge on profitable production systems for
mountainous zones. Special emphasis has been placed on the efficient use of soil and
water. This generation of technology and of basic ideas on production systems has
inspired new technical operations from other sources, as well as projects that are
currently in various stages of formulation and execution, for farming in hillside
zones, such as those being pursued by the Government of Jamaica with support from
the IDB, USAID, and FAO. Pragmatic research has unfolded nine promising systems
now being tested with farmers on larger land plots.

The training of specialists and farmers is aimost constant (over one thousand
farmers have received visits), and we can see the beginning of a process of adopting
certain technologies for making better use of soil and water resources.

The project as such, from the standpoint of conceptualization and implemen-
tation on the field level, has been a success, and there are signs that it is having an
impact on various official levels where IICA's capacity Is being recognized not for just
talking about what should be done, but for deciding how to do it. The project has
been in process for three years and has received US$ 240,000 from the Simon Bolivar
Fund.

The project in Brazil was designed to support the establishment and operation
of efficient commercial farming in areas under irrigation, so as to increase the produc-
tion and productivity of foodstuffs and raw materials. The evaluation conductad last
July indicated that the original objectives had been reached; an organizational
structure had been established with the participation of all the institutions, and it
provides a model for other areas of the San Francisco Valley; a model for organized
production had been drawn up for increasing the area, the number of settlers,
productivity, and marketing efficiency.

In addition, an organizational model of the users was completed, and it is
being used by the Development Institute, CODEVASF.

The project made it possible to train personnel from other areas under irriga-
tion and it facilitated the design and institutionalization of irrigation standards on the
national and regional level.

11CA provided nearly US$ 300,000 to the project over a four-year period.

The project supporting Agricultural Development in the Border Areas of Hon-
duras, which was completed last December, has had very important results, including
the following:

- The work was expanded with US$ 20 million in financing from the
Swiss Government, under conditions very favorable for the country.
This action required the design of a preliminary feasibility study, as
well as additional studies.



- A simple organizational system was established within the national
institutional structure. It is now under use by beneficiaries who have
been organized into 56 farmer groups, and is easily- adaptable for other
areas,

- An institutional coordination mechanism was created and established
with both national and international organizations, which provided a
basis for creating the Regional Development Board; the Honduran
government then expanded the system into other regions of the
country.

- Adaptive research was begun with beneficiary campesinos. This action
research has been combined with ongoing activities of the Secretariat of
Natural Resources of Honduras.

- In the area of campesino training, during its three-year period the
project worked with almost 800 farmers. Professionals trained by the
project were absorbed by the Government.

- It was demonstrated that production and productivity increases can be
achieved. For example, corn production rose from six to 35 quintals
per manzana.

The project in Peru, entitled Fostering Quinoa Agribusiness Production in
Puno, merits special notice because of the concrete results of the joint Country/IICA
activities, summarized below:

- Re-establishing the importance of quinoa and other Andean crops, and
setting up germplasm benks.

- Demonstrating that quinoa can be grown commercially, by increasing
average production from 450 to 900 kilograms per hectare on the
individual farmer level, and obtaining up to 300 kilograms from official
seedbeds, thereby ensuring the availability of seeds. The area under
cultivation was increased from 8,000 to 16,000 hectares.

- The research led to the design, construction and testing of quinoa
scarification and threshing machines, which are available to farmers in
the two storage centers that have been established.

- Agronomic research teams worked with over 900 lines of quinoa and
over 500 strains of tarhui, of which the most promising varieties have
been identified and are under testing.

- A feasibility study was conducted of these and other Andean crops, and
over 30 technical papers were published.

- Technical assistance made it possible for seven agencies to provide
combined services to producers farming over 5,000 hectares. In
addition, the training of campesinos and professionals played an
important role.

- Two seed plants, two storage centers and a rotating seed fund were set
up.

- Efficient institutional coordination was achieved, not only among
national organizations, but also with other countries and agencies on
various levels.

Campesino Organization

In accordance with the objectives of the General Plan, the contents of Line of



Action VI, and the objectives of Program VI.B —Campesino Organization— estab-
lished in the Medium-Term Indicative Plan, IICA has been promoting and supporting
campesino organization and participation in those countries which have requested it
or in which conditions favor assistance in this field.

Emphasis has been placed on promoting and supporting campesino self-
managed business organizations, such as Campesino Community Enterprises.

Special mention should be made of the efforts underway in Central America
and the Domincan Republic, with special funding from the Government of the
Netherlands, in the form of the GOBHOL-IICA/PRACA Project for Development
Assistance for Campesino Community Enterprises. The first evaluation of this Project
has shown positive results.

In response to the recommendations of the Evaluation Committee, the Project
has been reoriented to increase its emphasis on developing methods for promotion,
diagnosis, training, planning, development and evaluation, taking into consideration
the various levels of development of the enterprises in various countries, the differ-
ences among campesino groups receiving the assistance, and the socio-political
situation of the countries.

As a part of this program, during the last year five experimental laboratories
were set up with the participation of 260 campesinos and 20 technical specialists;
reciprocal training was held for 34 campesinos and 8 specialists in the region; 8
national campesino meetings were held, with the attendance of 780 participants, and
two courses were attended by 42 specialists from Agrarian Reform agencies. These
events provided training for a total of 1,054 campesinos and 90 professionals.

As noted above, |ICA has no prefabricated formulas for helping the countries
deal with the problem of underdevelopment. IICA’s proposals emerge from the actual
situations in the countries themselves, or in the various regions inside a country, and
from joint efforts with national institutions. Nevertheless, we are convinced that the
road to development must include the appropriate, genuine organization and partici-
pation of campesinos. This does not mean preset formulas, but rather tools and
conditions that will make it possible to bring about authentic development.

Organization for production and services is one of the key tools for achieving
other objectives of rural development, such as increasing agricultural production and
productivity, expanding the capacity to generate employment, and enhancing the
participation of the rural population in making economic, social and political
decisions. This is why |ICA attaches such importance to this Program.

IV. lICA IN THE FUTURE

The potential for institutional action that will be provided under the new
Convention will give the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture
expanded horizons for reciprocal and participatory technical cooperation. For this
reason, we must carefully prepare ourselves to meet these newly enlarged responsi-
bilities.

To this end, |ICA has begun an analysis of priorities for technical cooperation
in this decade, to specify the needs and interests of the member countries. The
resulting document will place special emphasis on the possibilities for cooperation
among the various agencies providing technical and financial assistance.

However, | would like briefly to present the Representatives a summary of the
ideas we will be expressing at a number of international gatherings such as the Eighth
Inter-American Conference on Agriculture, scheduled for early next year.

There are a number of problem areas that will be of fundamental importance
for the region, in relation to I[ICA’s objectives, and we can expect the following ten
areas of concentration for our actions:



1. Native food products with high caloric and protein potential in large
areas of the Americas, including the production of agro-energy
materials.

2. Production systems for small farmers and associative enterprises.

3. Institution building in rural development planning systems, with an
emphasis on project design and management.

4, Developing systems responsible for the creation, dissemination and
adoption of technology.

5.  Agribusiness.

6. Campesino organization.

7. Rural education, especially intermediate-level agricultural education.
8. Training human resources for rural development in specific areas.

9. Using innovative methods for understanding and using the basic
elements of agriculture.

10. Developing information technology.

| have selected several of these areas for a more in-depth discussion at this

time. They represent new elements in the context of the agricultural sector, and they
will have major importance in the immediate future. They include:

a.

The tropics and semi-arid regions

The energy crisis and the need to increase food production are more than
enough reason for |ICA to promote the creation of a program on the Tropics.
This would expand action from the Amazon region, where activities have been
concentrated since 1971 under the IICA/Tropics Program, toward other
ecological regions considered equally important.

The challenge our countries are facing as a consequence of the energy crisis
and its direct effects on food production cannot be successfully met unles
integral use is made of all the natural resources. These resources are distributed
throughout our countries, covering more than one ecological zone. For this
reason, it is very possible that the energy crisis, which affects developed and
developing countries alike, but which has more drastic effects on the latter,
could become the cornerstone for motivating our countries to become aware
of their own resources and try to maximize the rational use of their natural
wealth,

The countries are facing an ever-growing dilemma concerning food production.
It can by synthesized as, “‘Should we devote all our resources to satisfying our
food needs, while we continue to import fuel? Or should we use agricultural
production for obtaining fuels, and import food for our people? *’

The second alternative may well be more promising, especially for non-
petroleum-producing countries.

An expanded program for production in the American tropics would cover the
regions that have lain unnoticed up until now. It would permit IICA to
provide the needed support to national efforts seeking the best alternative or
alternatives for attenuating or solving this dilemma.
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The ecological regions under consideration are.

- the humid tropics, which include the Amazon region and others in
South America, and tropical areas in Central America and the
Caribbean;

- the arid and semi-arid tropics, covering considerable expanses in such
countries as Argantina, Chile, Peru, Bolivia, Brazil, Venezuela and Mexi-
co. This ecological region includes the High Andes, which, because of
their importance in countries such as Peru and Bolivia, could be
considered a third region for particular attention from |ICA because of
the production of so-called ‘‘Andean’’ foodstuffs.

Before conducting studies of the availability of food and energy resources,
IICA will promote the production of food products, with an emphasis on
non-conventional products or those which are used on a very limited basis by
rural populations but which have not been widely distributad to urban centers,
in spite of their high caloric and protein potential.

These crops should be cultivated using rational methods, not only in terms of
ecological zone limits, but also through the application of appropriate produc-
tion systams that will maximize the use of land resources and maintain high
production levels in the benefit of the producers, especially small-scale
farmers. As a result, efforts will be continued to promote research into ‘‘new
or non-conventional’’ crops and to disseminate and transfer research findings,
thus spurring their use by farmers.

Of these non-conventional crops, special emphasis will be placed on the
following for humid or lower tropics:

Roots:  Taro (Colocasia esculenta)
Yautia (Xanthosoma sagittifolium)
Yams (Dioscorea spp.)
Sweet potato (/pomoea batatas).

All these crops are native to low-lying, hot, humid regions, and some, such as
Taro, are well adapted to flooded land. Both Taro and Yautia have high
nutritive values, surpassing even the potato, particularly in calcium, iron,
phosphorus, Vitamin A and ascorbic acid.

The leaves and young shoots are rich in proteins, fats, and minerals, thus
providing the primary source of nutrition for an enormous population in the
tropics and subtropics of Western Africa, Latin American and the Caribbean.

Protsin foods

In order to balance the diet of the region, which is highly starchy, there is a
need to intensify research and production of a number of legumes that are well-
adapted to the ecology of the region, such as the cow-pea and the mung bean (Vigna
spp.), as well as:

Pigeon pea (Cajanus indieus and Cajanus cajan)
Mung bean (Vigna radiata)
Sesame (Sesamum indieum)

All these crops contain at least 24 percent protein and are high in calcium,
phosphorus, and iron. Also, when used to produce oil for human consumption, they
yield a protein-rich residue (up to 43 percent) appropriate for animal feed.



Tropical fruits

There is no doubt that this is one of the most promising lines in the lower
tropics, both for local copsumption and for export.

The still unexploited diversity of native, litle-known and new species is
enormous, as can be seen in some of the lists or catalogues produced recently in
Brazil and Peru. They are recognized as high in food value, due to their level of
vitamins, minerals, carbohydrates, and protein.

Below is a sample listing of some of these species. It is by no means complete:

Peach palm (GuilleIma gassipaes)
Caju (Anacardium occidentale)
Mango (Mangifera indica)

Tapareba (Spondias lutea L.)
Soursop (Annona muricata)

Biriba (Rollinia mucosa)

Pineapple (Ananas comusus L.)
Papaya (Carica papaya L.)
Mangosteen (Garcinia mangostana L.)
Chestnut (Bertholletia excelsa)
Tamarind (Tamarindus indicus)
Beadfruit (Artocarpus communis)
Jackfruit (Artocarpus integrifolia)
Guava (Psidium guayava L.)

Purple granadilla (Passiflora edulis S.)
Macadamia (Macadamia integrifolia)
Naranjilla (Solanum quitoensis)

Other products

Another line to be developed in the humid tropics is tropical vegetables which
are consumed only minimally even in the rural sector. Factors limiting their use could
include ignorance of the species and varieties appropriate for the area, and a lack of
crop management techniques.

This brief outline gives us a clear idea of the food products available in the
lower tropics. The countries included in this group must strengthen their research
programs in these crops, which are little known but which offer great food or
industrial potential. |ICA gives its full support to such programs.

The arid and semi-arid regions

There is no doubt of the economic importance these regions hold for the
countries, especially Argentina, Chile, Bolivia, Brazil, Peru, Venezuela and Mexico. in
countries such as Argentina, the arid region is a stock market without equal, for both
sheep and cattle. In Peru, this land is the center of national economic and cultural
life, based on irrigation farming to use the water from rivers born high in the Andes.

In spite of adverse climatic and soil conditions, the arid and semiarid areas of
Latin America are the habitat of countless species of industrially useful plants such as
henequen, guayube, jojoba, etc., as wall as food species such as cucurbita squash,
cereal legume (from the Phaseolus genus) and others. In the Sonora region alone, in
northern Mexico, over 300 wild species of edible plants have been identified, most of
which are used by the natives of the area.

B Obviously, the native plants of these regions cannot easily compete with
traditional commercial crops, but they are a very important economic asset, and it is

essential that they be developed with the full support of research to facilitate reso-
urce use.
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The Highland Reglon, or the Upper Andes

This area includes the semi-arid region of Bolivia and Peru, and to a lesser
extent, of Ecuador and Colombia. It is the produciive core of a broad range of
pseudo-grains consumed by the natives of the region, including quinoa (Chenopo-
dium quinoa), cafiihua (Chenopodium pallidicaule) and tarhui (L. mutabilis), which
contain high levels of protein (14% — 156%) and a good balance of amino acids to
facilitate the assimilation of protein provided by other, more conventional, grains
(wheat, oats, barley).

The region is also rich in roots and tubers such as oca (O. tuberosa), mashua
(7. tuberosum) and ulluco (V. tuberosus).

The potential of thess products is enormous, but their levels of production
and use are minimal. Only now have we begun to give them the attention they
deserve on the national and regional level.

Energy sources

In addition to providing nutrition, most of these species from the various
ecological zones are renewable sources of energy. There is thus a double incentive for
promoting these crops, such as roots, tubers, and grains. Because of their starchy
content, they are a potential source of ethy! alcohol, which is currently being used as
an energy product to replace gasoline partially or totally, All these crops are energy
alternative to sugar cane, cassava, and sorghum, which are viewed as the primary
products for agro-energy (sources of alcohol fuels).

In studying food products, |ICA is not interested in creating a controversy
between the use of these goods as strictly nutritional, or their use as sources of
agro-energy. Preferences for one or the other must depend exclusively on the capa-
bilities of the country or the region, once the needed energy models have been drawn
up and their technical, agronomic, economic and social aspects have been defined.
For example, the agro-energy model in Brazil is alcohol production based on sugar
cane. However, other alternatives are being found, for no country must allow its
energy model to be based on a single, exclusive source, for obvious reasons.

In addition to agricultural sources of energy, the various ecological regions
contain a broad diversity of perennlal species that have great energy potential either
for the production of alcohol, ethanol or methanol, or for oils to replace diesel or
lubricants. Examples are the African palm bebacu, jojoba, black marmeleiro, cestor
bean, cotton, peanuts and rape, to mention only those that have already been
identified.

An examination of the potential of each of the ecological regions gives a
glimpse of each region’s capacity to produce food, energy and sources of energy
fuels. This alone is enough reason for |ICA to increase its attention to the tropics and
cover the ecological regions that have been largely ignored up to now and that today
have acquired new interest for the countries involved.

We will continue to provide this support to the research and use of production
systems for making rational use of available resources. This includes farming systems
as well as agro-forestry, agro-forest-pesturelands, and even the esteblishment of agro-
energy systams that would use the association of adibie and energy crops or even
strictly energy crops. Emphasis would be placed on avoiding competition between
food production and energy production. Instead, we will seek to make the best and
most rational use of all resources.

At the same time, we will continue to support mechanisms for coordinating
work and the exchange, synthesis and dissemination of information and documen-
tetion, as well as professional and scientific training and exchange programs.



On the level of the Amazon tropical region, 1ICA has already begun to offer
support for the Amazon Pact in Guyana, Suriname, Brazil, Bolivia, Peru, Ecuador,
Colombia and Venezuela. This Pact is a legal and policy tool by which the countries
involved have agreed to cooperate closely in scientific and technological research
efforts to create more appropriate conditions for the economic and social develop-
ment of the Region.

It is worth noting that the Charter of the Amazon Pact recognizes the need to
make use of existing national and international organizations for promoting and
implementing the technical, scientific and development programs and activities
needed by the countries. We feel that |ICA can the needed technical mechanism to
serve as a clearinghouse and coordinator of the technical and scientific work of the
Pact, by making use of the abilities and knowledge iICA has acquired and demon-
strated in the region.

b. Agro-Energy Alternatives
The energy problem

During the seventies, the human race underwent what could probably be
called future shock as the era of low-priced petroleum-based energy drew to a close.

The end of cheap energy supplies from petroleum sources may well be the
result of sociopolitical demands, but beyond a doubt, its impact has gone far beyond
anything the OPEC countries had imagined, for it brought to light the vulnerability
of previous world energy patterns.

The OPEC decision was made during a stage of human history when many
regions of the worid were trying to emerge from underdevelopment.

At that time, the development effort was a strong economic commitment both
internally and through foreign indebtedness, often straining the countries to the
limits of their capacity for payment.

During the nine-year period from 1970 to 1979, petroleum prices rose
sharply, from US$ 1.80-24.00. The shift was so radical that even today, some people
continue to tell themselves that it will not be long before things go back to normal.

There can be no doubt that a petroleum price increase of this magnitude has
been responsible for many of the other price rises that have occured on all levels
during the last ten years.

The Agro-energy Option

The development of alternative sources, at least in the short and medium
terms, is more than a practical necessity. Essentially, it could come to mean survival
and stability for the developing countries of the Continent.

According to recent estimates, Latin America’s current petroleum reserves will
meet the Hemisphere’'s needs for thirty years, and natural gas, for 45 years. There is
no doubt that, with further exploration, these figures could be doubled or even
tripled, and resources could supply needs for a century and a half.

Taking a backward look, we can see that the human race has now passed
through:

- the agrarian phase, when it was dependent on human, thermic (wood)
and eolic (wind mills, sail boats) energy. During this era, in a certain
sense energy sources were technologically inefficient but diversified.

- the industrial phase, when the production process began to move away
from cottage industries with the discovery of coal and steam machine-
ry.
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- the pre-petroleum phase, when the commercial and some of the energy
uses of petroleum were baing discovered.

- the petroleum phase, with its dependence on petroleum as a fundamen-
tal keystone of the energy system.

The process has led us to almost total dependence on a single source, and it is
curious that we passed from a diversified phase to a mono-energy stage, only now to
be moving the process back toward diversification.

Latin America is currently passing through several of these stages, on both the
country and the regional levels. However, it is of note that the Latin American model
pessed almost directly from the agrarian or traditional staga, to the petroleum stage,
with the resulting adaptive, technical and socioeconomic imbalances.

The situation could be traced in terms of the following hypotheses:

In order to keep up the pace of development, Latin America needs a growth
rate of six to seven percent annually at which it would teke exactly 31 years to reach
the per capita GNP enjoyed by the United States in 1980, approximately US$ 6,177.

This means that, by the time the economies in this Continent actually reach
these levels, the shortage of hydrocarbons could in itself become the major obstacle
to further development. Under altarnative hypotheses of GNP growth, the situation
looks even more disheartening.

Agro-energy technology is available. No massive or highly sophisticated re-
search is needed. Alcohol and alcohol production have been known for many years,
and bio-digesters are being used on a massive scale in India and the People’s Republic
of China.

The technological problem is to refine what already exists and make it more
efficient, at least in the medium term, dedicating new efforts to perfecting the
agricultural factors, rather than the technology itself.

Alcohol is a liquid that can ba either mixed with hydrocarbon derivatives, or
sold in its pure state with minor modifications through the existing marketing
channels used for hydrocarbons.

Because it has a similar consistency, there is no need to develop new systems
or psychological attitudes. This is an unquestionable economic advantage in that the
transition can be made without causing undue disruption.

1ICA will be active in the development of alternative energy sources of an
agricultural origin, particularly if we accept alcohol production only as a possible
replacement of gasoline, rather than a substitute for heavy oils, diesel, bunker oil, and
other fuels or lubricants. This means, of courss, that the dependence on fossil fuels
would continue in certain areas of energy use.

In summary, we must seek alternative solutions in the agricultural field and
consider such factors as the use of wood and vegetable coals, vegetable oils, latex,
bioges, etc.

c Small-scale fishing and aquaculture

Because of prevailing development conditions in our countries, it is becoming
more and more difficultto feed the population. This problem has been
exacerbated todey by world-wide phenomena such as the energy crisis. These
factors suggest that we should be looking to other natural resources that will
enable us to increase the availability of food and reduce relative costs.



For many years, we have been overlooking our rivers and seas. They offer an
enormous potential and, if well managed, could be transformed into
generators of animal protein to improve the diet of the population.

It has been noted that Latin America and the Caribbean could develop large-
scale productive activities for sea fishing and aquaculture, as most of our
countries have extensive resources of this type. This is true in spite of the fact
that the products extracted from the sea and from inland waters differ
considerably in terms of limnological and physical-chemical characteristics.

Brine and sea water house tremendous numbers of species that vary from one
region to another. Most are fit for human consumption. These waters are rich
in fish (cod, conger, sardines, corvina, porgy, mackerel, etc.) as well as inverte-
brate species (shrimp, crab, and lobster) and molluscs.

Inland waters include rivers, lakes, ponds, reservoirs, etc. They contain
numerous species, some of which are very important for their commercial
value. In these waters, we can also find large quantities of species fit for
human consumption, including fish and crustaceans.

The industrial and small-scale exploitation of these resources has been taking
place, but in an absence of any rational management. This means that many
species have been nearly depleted by overfishing.

In many of our countries, large numbers of families are economically depend-
ent on small-scale, home-besed fishing operations. This group is afflicted by
serious socioeconomic problems. The work is characterized by rudimentary
fishing methods and smail boats. Nevertheless, in many areas, these small
operators provide a significant proportion of the market “whitefish.”

1ICA has given high priority to small-scale fishing and aquaculture for the next
decade because of the following factors: i) the possibility of increasing the
availability of animal protein; ii) the large number of people making their
living from this work; and iii) the mismanagement and depletion of resources.

We will seek to cooperate with member countries in reaching such objectves
as: increasing the production of animal protein, thus improving the levels of
protein consumption of the population; fostering the conservation and ratio-
nal exploitation of species; and improving the business methods of small-scale
fishing operators.

In order to reach these objectives, efforts will be made to:

- Help producers adopt better technology and more rational systems of
exploitation, through technical cooperation projects.

- Organize traditional small-scale operators into cooperatives and other
types of associative enterprises, thus helping them improve their
systems of extracting, unloading, processing and marketing their
products. This will be possible to the extent that we develop organiza-
tion and training activities.

- Support research to generate information and experiences in the short
run, in order to improve the production and management of resources.

- Develop artificial hatcheries for certain species by building private or
community reservoirs for low-income population groups.

Agribusiness

In order to improve the terms of trade for the sub-sector of small-scale
farmers, an integral rural development strategy is needed. It depends to a large
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extent on the level of participation and influence of this group in finding and
promoting new markets, as well as the possibility for the rural population to
receive a higher percentage of the aggregate value of agricultural production.
In this context, agribusiness represents an expansion of the possibilities for
using and consuming agricultural products, and therefore should be seen as an
essential tool.

In spite of this, agribusiness has received very little attention in the rural
development policies of Latin America, and it has never been strongly
emphasized. This is due largely to the essentially capitalistic approach to
agribusiness in the region, as a result of the scale of operation and the level of
technology used, as well as the limited nature of markets. In addition, national
agribusiness development policies have been besed on misinterpretations of
policies for export development and import substitution, and therefore have
stimulated the indiscriminate growth of physical plants fitted out with high-
level tachnology in a scale appropriate for industrialized countries, but totally
out of proportion to national market potential. This has only helped aggravate
the oligopolistic concentration of wealth and has further separated
agribusiness transformation projects from forming activities, which in this
context were relegated to the task of simply providing raw materials.

In spite of all this, there is no doubt that agribusiness can be a powerful tool
for stimulating rural development, as long as it is promoted and developed in
accordance with clear policy guidelines geared specifically to the generation of
rural employment, returning added value to the production zones, and gen-
erating a development-oriented multiplier effect in the rural environment. This
type of agribusiness must reflect the following characteristics:

Production of food and/or food-related items,
Enterprises located in the rural areas.

Emphasis on perishable products.

Intensive use of labor.

Primary transformation.

An important role in National Development Plans.
A major social component.

A multiplier effect.

Se~eaopow

These characteristics would produce what we call agribusiness with rural devel-
opment potential. Many of the existing agribusiness plants in Latin America,
and some production lines such as beer, carbonated beverages, cigarettes,
textiles, etc., would be excluded from these development strategies, but the
strictly agribusiness activities, under a new approach and with a new defini-
tion, would become essential.

This orientation would help make the demands for competitive, efficient '
agribusiness development compatible with the problems of ensuring the
effective participation of the rural population. The national scale of operations
must be respected, both for agribusiness and for the promotion and develop-
ment of markets, but this would be done by breaking down the transforma-
tion processes —currently combined under a single roof— into distinct,
separate components to be carried out by various producer organizations.
Each of these components would be in accordance with a central, overall
production plan covering the entire process.

In response to the demand for effective participation of small-scale farmers in
the benefits of agribusiness development, base organizations would bé estab-
lished for developing each of the components of the diversified agribusiness
process and for guaranteeing the full participation of individuals in joint
activities. These base organizations would in turn be members of second-
degree organizations on the regional level, responsible for incorporating the
primary components of the agribusiness process into secondary components.
Finally, the regional organizations would be incorporated into a National
Program.



The implementation of this proposed agribusiness policy plan for rural devel-
opment is not an easy task. In the first place, it is difficult to find an institu-
tional framework in Latin America for developing such a padlicy. In the second
place, technological research has been carried out in an isolated fashion and
has not dealt directly with rural development strategies such as these. in the
third place, the campesino population is segmented and disperse and continues
to receive very superficial organizational schemes in which the introduction of
agribusiness and horizontal integration, such as we have presented here, would
be very difficult. Finally, agribusiness development policies continue to reflect
outside influences in which excessive optimism for the potential of export
markets produces a preference for agribusiness processes dominated by high
levels of technology, urban locations, and sizeable capital investments. This
type of industry receives extensive state protection in the form of excessive
plant facilities with low equipment amortization rates. |t opposes the estab-
lishment of rural development agribusiness programs which may enjoy
competitive advantages in the limited markets currently controlled by large
industries.

1ICA’s proposal for a rural development agribusiness program will tackle these
four problem areas. |ICA will attempt to help the countries develop an insti-
tutional sub-system adequate to preserve the complementarity and overcome
the contradictions that currently exist between the public agricultural sector
and the public industrial and development sector. IICA will also help develop a
technological research and training policy for providing the countries with the
capacity and resources to create technological structures adapted to their own
problems and markets. Special emphasis will be placed on developing campesi-
no organizations and on training small-scale farmers to incorporate themselves
and develop agribusiness strategies for rural development. Finally it is impera-
tive for our countries to revise their current agribusiness development policies,
with an eye to averting bias and achieving the best development potential that
agribusiness has to offer, on the basis of the prevailing social and economic
circumstances in each country.

V. CLOSING WORDS

- Ladies and gentlemen, as | mentioned in my introduction, this will be the last
Director General’s address for the Annual Meeting of the Board of Directors of the
Inter-American Institute of Agricultural Sciences, and | cannot close without present-
ing a few ideas on our priorities for the Inter-American System, of which our Spe-
cialized Organization is a part.

IICA feels the need for the member countries to undertake an in- depth
examination of the objectives, structure and functions of the Inter-American System
in general; and each of its components in particular. They must determine those areas
particularly suited for cooperative efforts, and the most appropriate forms of co-
operation to ensure the positive results of efforts and investments involved.

In the complex area of action in which IICA works, special attention has been
given to producing evaluative and objective judgements of our own actions and to
maintaining a steady, intelligible flow of information with the member countries.

The active participation of the member countries in the orientation and
examination of |ICA activities, as well as the close working ties with the institutional
system for the rural sector in the countries, have led to the development of a unique
operational and functional scheme of action: technical cooperation with the overall
set of activities taking place within a country, by decision of the Government and in
collaboration with national institutions, with the goal of bringing about rural devel-
opment.

The above process casts light on several observations concerning the differen-
tiation of technical and political functions, the decentralization of the technical
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functions of the System and its operations, and the reinforcement of the institutional
system, as the central basis for participatory technical cooperation.

Aside from modifications in the methods of providing technical cooperation
within the Inter-American System, it would appear advisable to give a more explicit
idea of the differentiation between technical and political functions, in order to
increase the technical competence of the agencies of the System.

Along this same line of thought, it would be appropriate and timely to
decentralize the Inter-American System, thus increasing its presence in the member
countries as a harmonious and coordinated whole. To this end, higher percentages of
resources would be allocated for operating and ‘maintaining extra-Headquarters ac-
tivities.

Technical cooperation activities carried out in the countries must seek to build
up national institutions, training them to carry out their basic functions. We must not
try to replace them. This can ensure that technical cooperation will have a stronger
impact than anything possible through the indirect effects of the work of the so-
called autonomous centers or units of international organizations.

This implies that the Specialized Agencies would do well to implement tech-
nical or institutional policies that, on the System level, were based on the primary
development needs of the member countries, by paying close attention to the sphere
of action of each, and with the timely and flexible coordination that discourages
duplication and maximizes the effectiveness of cooperation.

All of this is the natural outcome of the system that characterizes specialized
agencies and ' has given them such complete technical autonomy. In order to
strengthen and ensure this technical autonomy, they should move toward coordina-
tion and complementary efforts with other organizations active on the regional and
world level.

Our hope of achieving positive results from technical cooperation for the
member countries has led to this concern for revisions in the structure of the System.
In particular, we would like to modify the technical functions and the operational
capacity of the specialized agencies by reformulating the system so as to cover the
entire spectrum of existing agencies. They musthave clearly defined technical jurisdic-
tions and be able to expand into areas that are similar or related, as a function of the
subject areas in which they work.

For this reason, ladies and gentlemen, we feel an ever-growing concern about
the tendency to disperse efforts into steadily shrinking spheres on the regional or
sub-regional level. There has also been a proliferation of new ““Centers’’ whose task
appears to be finding partial solutions to the problems. They thus lose the integral
perspective enjoyed by organizations such as ours, especially organizations conceived
by the member countries themselves, within a cultural, economic and social context
appropriate to their own situations, rather than imposed by systems in which our
Continent enjoys little real participation.

Perhaps the best way to work toward achieving our goals would be to allocate
the necessary human and financial resources, technical abilities, and the possibility
for harmonious, complementary coordination among organizations that maintain
consistent objectives and doctrines for cooperation within our region.

In this sense, we would especially like to receive orientation from the Member

States for establishing new inter-governmental organizations in the region to give

partial coverage to the field of action that the countries have assigned us under our

. lines and programs. Naturally, we do not want to close our eyes to the countries’ own

initiatives in this sense, or compete with them. We would, however, like to receive

clear guidelines from you on the establishment of certain program and budgetary

priorities for the future, taking into consideration the possibility that such organiza-
tions could become a reality.



The Specialized Conferences produce technical policy guidelines that interpret
and update the development problems being faced by the member countries. They
must form a part of the harmonious and coordinated whole, in relation to technical
cooperation, so as to achieve the due correspondence between technical policy and
inter-American cooperation. Overall consistency within the System, then, would
come about through the coordination of technical policies, cooperation, and the
policies issued by the Assembly and its Councils.

As for the Inter-American Conferences on Agriculture, it is a pleasure to inform
you that next year's meeting (the Eighth Inter-American Conference on Agriculture),
in accordance with the joint call we have issued with the Organization of American
States (OAS) will be held from April 3 to 6, 1981, at a location to be announced at a
later date.

IICA is now in the process of putting together the documents, in accordance
with the approved agenda, and is in consultation with the organizations of the
System.

On this note, | would like to add my words of heartfelt, sincere gratitude for
all the support you have given |ICA, the Director General, and the technical bodies.
Because of this support, we can now state with great pride that we have a Hemi-
sphere-wide institution with a humanistic doctrine and an effective, consistent set of
programs to serve the member countries.

From this platform, to which you brought me ten years ago, | would like to
express my warmest wishes for the new Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on
Agriculture to continue receiving the support and the confidence of the member
countries, for the benefit of the rural sector of the American Continent.

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ADDRESS OF THE DIRECTOR GENERAL OF IICA,
DR. JOSE EMILIO G. ARAUJO,
AT THE OPENING OF THE NINETEENTH ANNUAL
MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS,
Mexico, D.F., 22 September 1980

Ladies and Gentlemen:

| would like to being by expressing my deepest gratitude to the Government
and people of this great country for the warm welcome they have given us today as
we begin the Nineteenth Annual Meeting of the Board of Directors of the Inter-
American Institute of Agricultural Sciences. In particular, | would like to pay special
tribute to His Excellency the President of Mexico, José Lbébpez Portillo, who has
honored us with his presence on this occasion. He has lent a very special importance,
unique in the history of our Institute, to this meeting and to the course of action
IICA will be following as we move into this new decade. The presence here of
President Lépez Portillo places before us a renewed vision of the history, the
accomplishments, and the challenges of the Mexican Revolution.

IICA is standing at the threshold of the enactment of a new Convention which
will transform it into the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture
and will confer upon it an expanded sphere of action, making these challenges our
own.

There is no doubt that the countries of our Continent must undergo a true
revolution in their agriculture. It will be a complex revolution, simultaneously
requiring numerous changes: in production and productivity of both food crops and
export crops; in the distribution of the benefits of production and well-being toward
the campesino family. It also requires profound changes in the national institutions
called upon the conduct the development process, thus guaranteeing true indepen-
dence for every country and for the region as a whole.

These challenges, and the changes implicit in the transformation of regional
agriculture, have two important dimensiohs: internally, in the work that is incumbent
on every country; and internationally, which demands a special approach based on
the relationships among the various countries of the region, and with countries in the
developed world.

The Mexican experience can teach us many lessons concerning these changes
in both dimensions.

In the area of production and productivity, for many years |ICA has sustained
that Latin America possesses the physical base and the resources needed for regional
self-sufficiency in its food supply. Similarly, we feel that the exporting potential of
the region can play a decisive role on the world level, and particularly vis a vis the
Third World, and can pave the way toward a more solid balance of payments
position. The region can also make a substantial contribution to financing an energy
account for the non-petroleum producing countries and to provide locally produced
energy from non-conventional sources.

We have recognized that the obstacles to development and technology
adoption can be overcome in the medium term, and the distribution of benefits can
be improved among rural families. This can only be done, however, in the presence of
firm policy decisions by our Member States.




Similarly, we find that the region has developed highly useful models for
institutional organization and action that can lead to a dynamic administration of
State investment in the agricultural sector. The systems described by these models
seek to provide rapid, high-quality services, thus stimulating an increase in produc-
tion and productivity and improving the quality of life and the well-being of the great
majority of the rural population.

Obviously, both the current situation and the prospects for change in the short
and medium term are characterized by serious imbalances among the countries of the
region. Difficulties are growing ever more serious in the relations —particularly trade
relations— that our region maintains with the more developed countries.

Mr. President, worthy Delegates: we are convinced that, under the new
Convention, IICA can assume a more important role in this process, for the benefit of
our Member States. There is no need at this time to quote the list of areas of
technical competence that we have developed in response to your requests, and the
spirit of helping the countries with their “‘agricultural revolution.” | would like only
to express our abiding hope that, by developing cooperative activities, we will
continue to give maximum priority to the need for cooperation among countries,
collective learning processes by the Member States and maximum participation by
you, our leaders, in defining and administering our technical cooperation. We are
convinced that this role requires not only more dialoque between the Institute and its
Member States, but also a change in the quality of the dialogue. Only this will enable
us to continue emphasizing those issues of greatest interest to the region, and to
remain at the forefront in finding solutions to these problems and in helping the
countries reach agreements for seeking their own solutions.

| must also mention that IICA is defining a unique political context for itself.
Our organization embraces both developing nations and developed nations; but the
countries themselves, Mr. President and worthy Delegates, have urged us to become
an authentical Latin American forum that, while maintaining intact its regional
character, keeps its doors open to dialogue and cooperation between the North and
the South. Perhaps this has caused us to work silently on developing new concepts of
responsibility and equity in the relations among countries. It has also, without a
doubt, led us to set up new dimensions for technical dialogue in our region and with
other regions of the world.

| urge our Member States to protect and cultivate this uniquely regional
quality of our organization. By its very history, and in its current and future
dimensions and projections, it has no parallel in any other region of the world. It can
truly serve as an incentive for the establishment of similar models beyond our own
borders.

Your Excellency, Mr President of Mexico, José Lopez Portillo: | know that
those present are eager to share the thoughts of a man who is guiding the destiny of a
great nation that has preserved an extraordinary sense of its Latin American heritage,
that recognizes its collective responsibility to history. Once again, in the name of all
those present, | would like to express our deepest respect for you, for the Govern-
ment you represent with such dignity, and for the people of Mexico.

ADDRESS BY THE SECRETARY OF AGRICULTURE

DIRECTORS, HELD IN MEXICO, D.F., IN SEPTEMBER, 1980

Honorable Delegates and Observers;
Ladies and Gentlemen: \

| would like to begin by thanking the Board of Directors of the Inter-Ameri-
can Institute of Agricultural Sciences for honoring me with the distinction of
presiding over the work of its Nineteenth Annual Meeting. This is more than a very
high personal honor for me, because it also reflects appreciation and recognition for
Mexico and its Government, which is striving to boost agricultural activities and
improve the living conditions of the farmers and the rural population as a whole.
Many thanks, distinguished members of the Board of Directors, for this honor.

The importance of the Institute and the goals that motivate it acquire transcen-
dental importance in view of the widely known fact that there is a world-wide
imbalance between food production and food needs. This is especially so in the
developing countries, and is further complicated by the excessive grain production in
a few countries and the unfortunate directions that have been taken in marketing this
surplus.
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The problem is further compounded by the negligible progress and even
occasional setbacks that production has experienced in some developing countries,
which will be obliged to import ever-increasing quantities of food and increase their
need for food assistance. This will reduce supplies to minimum levels and create an
atmosphere of insecurity in the area of nutrition.

This is worsened by the fact that most countries in our Hemisphere have large
population groups both in the rural zones and in the large cities who, due to insuffi-
cient employment, low incomes, flaws in the marketing and distribution systems, and
other factors, are plagued by hunger and malnutrition. This is intolerable in light of
the progress which has been made in science and technology, and the tremendous
waste of resources spent at cross-purposes with general human well-being.

The Inter-American Institute of Agricultural Sciences has accomplished a great
deal in favor of rural development by working to improve agricultural activities in the
countries of the region.

We recognize its contributions to improving educational and research institu-
tions; its studies on rural development and regional agriculture; its work on orga-
nizing the rural sector, its evaluations of natural resources for agricultural develop-
ment; the preparation and implementation of cooperative programs and the exchange
of information on research and services.

The transformation of this agency into the Inter-American Institute for
Cooperation on Agriculture will constitute a transcendental step to significantly
improve and expand its projects and goals for continental agricultural development.

When Mexico signed this Institute’s convention on March 6, 1979, it was
acknowledging the Institute’s need for legal instruments that would strengthen its
working programs in its new sphere of action.

As we develop a clearer and fuller understanding of our common needs, we
find that our customs and traditions are similar in many regards, as they are based on
a mutual yearming for freedom and independence.

This commonality of interests and traditions is what inter-Americanism is all
about. Our vast and numerous American family, seen as a whole, faces identical
problems in agricultural and forest development, and in steady population growth,
which means more mouths to feed and more people to employ.

Food and work are, indeed, the most critical problems of our times. If we do
not solve the first, neither will we solve the second.

The population of Latin America doubled between 1950 and 1975, and
between 1960 and 1980 it will have increased by approximately another 75 percent.
Estimates indicate that by 1980, Latin America will have 472 million inhabitants and
by the year 2000, 602 million.

This growth means, on the one hand, a significant increase in the need for
food products, and on the other, heavy pressures on natural resources, which will be
reflected particularly in rapidly falling amounts of agricultural land available per
inhabitant.

Between 1961 and 1965 there were 93 million hectares of arable land. This
figure rose to 116 million hectares in 1976. Irrigated land increased from 9.9 million
hectares to 12.8 in 1965-1976. The average amount of arable land per inhabitant,
which had been 4,030 square meters, fell to 3,580 in 1976, for a reduction of 11
percent.

While the index of the physical volume of food production rose from 91 in
1960 to 154 in 1977, the per capita index of food production crept only from 101 to
106 during the same period. That is, productive efforts were offset by the accelerated



population growth, which indicates, among other things, the need to increase agricul-
tural yields through the use of modern technology.

Statistics on the number of undernourished persons on this Continent are
alarming. The shocking truth of these figures will not disappear through grand
speeches, but by food alone. Other statistics demonstrate that 10 percent of the
world’s farm land is located in Latin America. However, this figure combines all
holdings, rich and poor, and will become a truly positive asset only if new areas are
opened for cultivation and more intensive use is made of our water resources.

Although Latin America has one-third of the planet's fresh water resources,
only 5.5 percent of our lands are irrigated. This dramatically demonstrates our great
untapped potential, and means that we have a serious challenge to face in the very
near future.

Within one year, the report submitted by the Inter-American Institute of
Agricultural Sciences of the Organization of American States as part of the working
agenda of this meeting, will undoubtedly highlight new approaches to the Continent’s
problems through the analyses of the decade’s priorities for technical cooperation.

Mexico is currently making the greatest effort in its history to balance the
demands of its growing population, the availability of food and campesino employ-
ment. It does not intend to set itself up as an example to the other nations of the
Continent, but rather to contribute its efforts to those who are also striving for
self-sufficiency.

Just as we have common interests, we are also all plagued by the same factors
that prevent us from fully developing our agriculture. These include the lack of
mechanization for agricultural work, limited research due to insufficient financial
resources, and the slow pace at which technology is transferred to farm workers.

The Mexican Food System, conceived by President Lopez Portillo, and with
which you are undoubtedly familiar with, seeks to correct these limitations, not only
in the hopes of implementing the best recommendations of world agencies working in
the field of food, health and culture, but also because the country needs to maximize
the rational use of its resources.

In pursuance of this goal, the Mexican Food System seeks to take maximum
advantage of the valuable technical and scientific experiences resulting from agricul-
tural research in all the developed and developing countries, adapting them to our
particular circumstances and applying the knowledge we ourselves have accumulated
during decades of work towards a single end: food self-sufficiency.

The strategies of this new food policy focus on three fundamental tasks: first,
to open up new rain-fed and irrigated areas, for increasing the production of basic
foods, like corn, beans, rice and wheat; second, to rehabilitate large irrigation areas,
and third, to make a continuous effort to transfer new technology to the agricultural
sector to boost productivity.

At the same time, official subsidies for production have been reoriented to
reflect lower prices for improved seed and fertilizers, insurance premiums, interest
rates on credits for producing basic grains, as well as other types of support like
mechanization and fighting pests and diseases.

The State now shares risks with the farmers by guaranteeing that they always
receive the profits they would have made for average yields on their parcels without
the use of the technification introduced through Government programs. If new
profits fall short of this average, the Government will make up the difference.

The Government has given preference to rain-fed lands in our territory,
because almost 80 percent of the campesino population works on this type of land
for producing corn and beans. Traditionally, these areas were always on the outer
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edge of technological progress, financing and organization. This situation is now
being corrected through the creation of special districts, which will be the target of
important institutional action and support.

Although Mexico is setting a high priority on food, this does not mean we are
overlooking other important social factors like education, health, social security and
housing, which are the fundamental elements of social well-being.

Ladies and Gentiemen:

International agencies like this Institute, which are entrusted with tasks of
special significance for the harmonious development of humanity, are whatever their
member countries want them to be. We believe that our success of failure on the
Continent as a whole will depend on our actions and not on our words.

Improving every aspect of agriculture in our countries and, subsequently, the
living conditions for rural sectors, is an ideal that demands real strides in continental
cooperation and solidarity. Bolivar's dreams can provide us with the clarity of vision
and the determination we need to develop true cooperation within which we can all
contribute our ideas and efforts to our hopes of the progress for our people.

We are certain that this meeting will be a significant contribution to attaining
this progress in favor of the agricultural sector of the region. It is our most fervent
wish that this be so.

‘IICA’S ACTION IN MEXICO”’

A PRESENTATION BY THE DIRECTOR OF THE 1ICA OFFICE
IN MEXICO, DR. EDUARDO SALVADO INIGUEZ, AT THE
NINETEENTH ANNUAL MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS,
MEXICO, D.F., MEXICO

Mr. President, Delegates, Observers, Colleagues from [ICA: it is the tradition at
Meetings of IICA’s Board of Directors for the local Office of the host country to give
a brief discussion of IICA's actions in that country.

This presentation has two fundamental purposes: 1) to help Delegates and
Observers from the Member States become familiar with IICA’s actions and thus
increase their understanding of the type of work being done; and 2) to show the
Delegates and Observers what kind of work IICA is doing in other countries. Many of
these actions are very different from one country to the next, and this exchange
helps us all to increase our mutual understanding.

11CA-Mexico, in close cooperation with national institutions, has put together
an audiovisual program to explain the work we are doing. We hope this visual
presentation will be more pleasing than a monotonous, abstract reading of our list of
activities.

The first module of this audiovisual program gives a brief history of the Office
and its members.

FIRST AUDIOVISUAL MODULE

“The Inter-American Institute of Agricultural Sciences, IICA, is a specialized
orgenization of the Inter-American System, working for agricultural development on
the Continent. It was founded in 1942 by the countries of the Americas, and it is
headquartered in San José, Costa Rica.
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‘’Mexico’s first |ICA specialist arrived in 1957 to set up residence. Since that
time, there has been a steady flow of activity between the Institute and the national
agricultural development institutions.

“1ICA was oparating on the basis of a Temporary Operational Agreement,
signed by the Government of Mexico and the Institute, in accordance with recom-
mendations issued at that time by the Inter-American Economic and Social Council,
CIES.

“During the early years of cooperation, Mexico served as Headquarters for the
Agricultural Credit Training and Study Center of Project 201 under the Technical
Cooperation Program of the Orgenization of American States.

"By the year 1966, the Center had given five international courses on agricul-
tural credit, which provided high-level training for over 150 specialists from IICA’s
member countries, including 25 Mexicans.

"The effects of this work in agricultural credit are still being felt today. It
provided the stimulus for the creation of an Agricultural Credit Center, and the work
of this Center led to the establishment of the current Latin American Association of
Development Financing Institutions, ALIDE. IICA’s Agricultural Credit Insurance
Program, currently underway in Panama, Ecuador and Bolivia, was also influenced by
these early efforts. Special mention should be made of the request received by the

National Agricultural and Livestock Insurance Agency, ANAGSA, in MexIco, to take
part in training technical personnel in Brazil, El Salvador, Nicaragua, Panama, Bolivia
and other member countries.

“For years, |ICA sustained a Food Crops Program to conduct experiments
with vegetables. This work was supported by other international orgenizations and
the National School of Agriculture, known today as the Autonomous University of
Chapingo.

""Our present Operational Agreement was signed by the Secretariat of Agricul-
ture and Livestock, now the Secretariat of Agriculture and Water Resources, and the
Inter-American Instituta of Agricultural Sciences, |ICA, on January 12, 1970. The
document bears the signatures of Juan Gil Preciado, the Secretary of Agriculture and
Livestock; Antonio Carillo Flores, the Secretary of Foreign Relations; and Carlos
Madrid, as Acting Director General of |ICA,

“The Convention governing |ICA’s work dates back to 1942, although a New
Convention is now undergoing the final steps of ratification by the member coun-
tries. It will upgrade IICA to meet the new demands of agricultural development in
the Continent and convert the Institute into the Inter-American Institute for Coopera-
tion on Agriculture.

“The IICA Office in Mexico is directed by Dr. Eduardo Salvad6, who is
supported in his work by a number of professionals now residing in Mexico: Ulises
Usera, Specialist in Agricultural Education; Joao Samuel Miragem, Specialist in
Project Development; Julio Ringuelet, Specialist in Agricultural Credit; and Jorge
Cabrera, a Mexican Specialist in Agricultural Planning. Hugo Torres, Specialist in
Agricultural Marketing, will be joining the team in January, 1981, to replace Renén
Bucheli.

“This permanent team is periodically joined by specialists from Headquarters
and from the other IICA Offices, and by outside consultants who occasionally take
part in the Institute’s Program of Action in Mexico. During this period, these visiting
specialists have contributed 1,040 hours of technical work.

“The IICA Office in Mexico also serves as the center for the Agreement
between the Institute and the United Nations Children’s Fund, UNICEF. The techni-
cal coordinator of this agreement is Rolando Quiroz. It was signed in June, 1979,



with the goal of enlisting Mexico’s help for the countries of Central America and
Panama, concerned with training personnel from national development institutions.
Through integrated rural development activities, children are being reached through
their families and their society, making special use of the facilities already available in
Mexico for such work.”

The second module will show the work we are doing.

Under the Line of Action for Information and Documentation for RBpral
Development, |1CA has been working since 1970 to support the National Agricultgral
Information System. Since that time, training has been provided in Agricultural
Information Handling for individuals now holding key positions in the informajon
field. In 1976, IICA cooperated with CONACYT (the National Council for Science
and Technology) to draw up a base document for the establishment of the National
Agricultural Information System. Under Education for Rural Development, in 1956
1ICA began working actively to coordinate the schools of higher education in agricul-
ture. As a result, the Mexican Association of Higher Education in Agriculture
(AMEAS) is now a reality.

The Government of Mexico ‘is currently channelling significant financial
resources through AMEAS, and IICA is working with the association to support 68
schools of Agricultural Technology and Higher Education, by preparing basic mate-
rials, providing institutional coordination and planning, upgrading faculty, and
supporting post-graduate programs.

Under Line of Action Ill, Agricultural Research and Technology Transfer,
IICA is working with INIA (the National Agricultural Research Institute) and the
General Production and Extension Office of SARH.

Between 1970 and 1980, IICA has helped train 3,178 Supervisors, Communi-
cators, and Home Improvement personnel working around the country.

During these years, we have provided methodological and strategic support for
technology transfer in the various SARH offices.

Under Line of Action 1V, since 1976 IICA has had a specialist assigned to the
Marketing Office of FIRA (the Guarantee and Development Fund for Agriculture,
Livestock and Poultry) of the Bank of Mexico.

This support has consisted primarily of developing strategies to implement the
marketing model, giving courses on research methods in marketing, and designing
methods for the preparation and evaluation of marketing projects. Support has also
been provided for developing FIRA's in-service training program.

Under Line VI, Structural Change and Campesino Organization, during this
decade |ICA-Mexico has implemented a number of training programs for campesino
organization.

In 1975 and 1976, I1ICA provided advisory services for the Human Resources
Training Offices of the Chontalpa Plan Trusteeship (an Integrated Rural Development
Plant that will cover 22 community-owned farms, including 85,000 hectares of land
in the humid tropics of Mexico).

Work was then done with SARH’s General Agrarian Training Office on how to
plan for Rural Development, how to write up development plans, applied research in
training methods, and how to provide training for campesino organization.

Under Line VII, Formulation and Administration of Agricultural Policy, IICA
is implementing two programs that will be explained in more depth in Module 3 of
the audiovisual presentation.
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SECOND AUDIOVISUAL MODULE

“lICA's work is organized into seven groups of activities, known as Lines of
Action. Line of Action | is entitled ‘Information and Documentation for Rural
Development.’ In 1980, the IICA Office in Mexico is implementing a program to
support the National Agricultural Information System in the country.

“"With the participation of the National Agricultural Research Institute, INIA,
the National Livestock Research Institute, INIP, and the National Council for Science
and Technology, CONACYT, work is being done to develop a system for agricultural
information to be used as an integral component of Government policy.

“tICA’s Line of Action Il is Education for Rural Development. The IICA
Office in Mexico is promoting the integration and growth of higher agricultural
education. Through joint actions with the Mexican Association of Higher Education
in Agriculture, AMEAS, programs for educational evaluation and professional
improvement are underway and will be continued in the next period.

“In the area of non-formal education, |ICA supported the training of Agricul-
tural Extension personnel from the Secretariat of Agriculture and Water Resources,
SARH.

“Line of Action Ill is Agricultural Research and Technology Transfer. Under
this Line, the IICA Office in Mexico is working to upgrade the General Office of
Agricultural Production and Extension, DGPEA, and the Communication Division of
the National Agricultural Research Institute, INIA, The goals of this program are to
integrate the various offices involved in technology transfer; develop appropriate
mechanisms for the dissemination and adoption of technology produced by Mexican
researchers; and finally, to provide training for personnel active in this area,

“Under Line IV, Agricultural Production, Productivity and Marketing, the
1ICA Office in Mexico is helping to coordinate agricultural production in the region
and to train personnel from the Guarantee and Development Fund for Agriculture,
Livestock and Poultry, FIRA, of the Bank of Mexico, in agricultural marketing
activities.

“In 1980, IICA’s Cooperative Program for the Protection and Modernization
of Coffee Production in Mexico, Central America and Panama, PROMECAFE, began
to work with the Plant Protection Office of the Secretariat of Agriculture and Water
Resources and the Mexican Coffee Institute, INMECAFE, headquartered in Jalapa.

"Following the tenets of the conceptual framework of agrarian reform, drawn
up by IICA and FAO, the Institute is working on Structural Change and Campesino

- Organization, under Line of Action VI. IICA-Mexico is working with the Secretariat

of Agriculture and Water Resources, SARH, to design a training program for Campe-
sino Organization and select methods appropriate for Mexico. The program includes
working with the General Training Office to plan methods, design development plans,
organize a research department, and provide reciprocal cooperation.

“lICA's Line of Action VIl is entitled ‘Formulation and Administration of
Agricultural Policy.” The Office in Mexico is implementing two programs under this
Line. One will provide technical cooperation to coordinate sectoral planning in the
State of Nuevo Leon, and the other will consolidate the agricultural planning system
in the States of Yucatan, Campeche and Quintana Roo."”

To repeat, we have two Line VII programs:

1) To Coordinate Sectoral Planning in the State of Nuevo Leon; this will be
centered in Monterrey, the capital city, and will use Quota Funds; and 2) To
Consolidate the Agricultural Planning System in the States of Yucatan, Cam-
peche and Quintana Roo.



These projects have a special significance for |ICA/Mexico. The current
government administration has promoted and supported vigorous administrative
reforms to decentralize SARH.

11ICA has supported the decentralization by upgrading planning efforts in these
four States. Through its two projects, |ICA-Mexico supports state-level planning
efforts and helps coordinate them with national plans.

Let’s listen to the participants themselves as they describe the program.
THIRD AUDIOVISUAL MODULE

"“We have selected a Line VII project from the 1980 Operative Program of the
IICA Office in Mexico. It is entitied Consolidation and Development of an Agricul-
tural Planning System in Yucatan, and through it we will take a more in-depth look
at how the Institute works. This project is supported by the Simon Bolivar Fund and
receives direct participation from the Offices of the Secretariat of Agriculture and
Water Resources in the States of Yucatan, Campeche and Quintana Roo.

“The goal of the Project is to train agricultural planning and project develop-
ment personnel in the three States of the Yucatan Penninsula. The idea is to set up
groups capable of analyzing technical reports on the agricultural situation in the
States and formulating alternatives. We discussed the Project with SARH Representa-
tives.

“Let’s listen to Abdo Magdub Méndez, General Representative of the Secretar-
iat of Agriculture and Water Resources in the State of Yucatan: ‘Our relationship
with the Inter-American Institute of Agricultural Sciences dates back many years.
Personally, in my various public management positions in the Secretariat of Agricul-
ture, | have worked continuously with the Institute, primarily to train campesinos,
which has been one of our most important activities. In the beginning, we began
working to train a group of citrus farmers in the State, who at the time were only
beginning to organize themselves. We then began to work into other programs. We
received a visit here in Merida from the Director of the Institute, Dr. Araujo, who
invited us to take a trip to the Institute facilities. Thus, we were able to visit IICA’s
wonderful new headquarters building. On a previous trip, we had visited the Offices
that were located practically in the middle of San José. So we were very favorably
impressed by this positive change in the Institute facilities.

‘"’At that time the Simon Bolivar Fund had just begun working in Mexico (I
understand this was in the field of seed production), and we also found out about
developments in planning methods. So we started to talk, and finally we signed an
Agreement with the Institute to set up a program on the Yucatan Penninsula.
headquartered in Yucatan, to serve the three States. We received Simon Bolivar
funding and followed Fund standards.

““As a result of this Agreement, which has basically sought to develop human
resources in key planning activities, we have strengthened the Office of the Secretari-
at and the Planning Program leadership, and personnel have received training both
through specia courses in Merida, and on study trips our technical personnel have
made to other countries of Latin America.

“'In addition, we have received training courses on using communication
media and on drawing up state and regional plans; and our outlook in the short term
is to exercise ever greater precision in integrating state agricultural and forest develop-
ment plans.

*“Specific projects should be continued, and | think it would be a good idea to
try to maintain and increase these agreements between the Institute and the
Secretariat, being especially careful about their placement in federal organizations.
The agreements should be made on the national level, but implemented on the state
level, as in the case we are discussing on the Penninsula and in the State of Yucatan.’
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‘“We asked Fernando Escalante Canto, General SARH Representative, about
the participation of the General Office of the Secretariat of Agriculture and Water
Resources in the State of Campeche. He said:

““In this specific case, it was very important for us. Specific treatment was
given to Planning. But what we liked the most, on the regional level, was that the
technical advisory services and personnel training took place right where the people
were working, and covered the subjects that affected them. This was the origin of the
State Agricultural and Forest Development Plan for the State of Campeche for 1980.

“In discussing the achievements of the Project, Escalante noted, ‘The Inter-
American Institute of Agricultural Sciences assigned a specialist to cooperate with us
in training our specialists. In order to improve these efforts, five independent courses
were held for our personnel. One was called ‘'How to Prepare Low-Cost Audiovisual
Presentations;’ another was, ‘Agricultural Information and Documentation;’ there
was one on Information Sciences and another on Agricultural Planning, which was
very useful for our State Agricultural and Forest Development Plan. Finally, we had
one on macro-and microeconomics.

‘“Training was provided for two people who went to Mexico City to learn
about the retrieval of statistical data in our central office. We received help in setting
up a basic library for agricultural planning, to serve the Planning staff and any other
employees of the Secretariat or the Agricultural Sector.

“"We held two working meetings that were like Seminars. They were based on
mutual participation and a give-and-take of ideas. One was held in Merida and
attended by the Director of the Simon Bolivar Fund. The other was in Cozumel and
covered Project evaluation.

‘’On the local level, we would like to receive future cooperation in planning
training programs for our personnel. This would be divided up between existing
personnel, wpo would attend courses in order to improve their knowledge of parti-
cular subjects and thus become more effective in their work, and new personnel
recently joining the Secretariat, in order to help orient them and improve their
motivation.’

“At the General SARH Office in the State of Quintana Roo, we spoke with
Demetrio Ronquillo Onofre, Coordinator of the State Development Plan. His
comments on the cooperation of the Inter-American Institute of Agricultural
Sciences in the region were as follows:

‘“’lICA has effectively supported the Planning Program in the State of Quinta-
na Roo by promoting training for personnel. It organized a number of courses which
were attended by our personnel. .

‘“They have developed a very interesting plan of activities in the Penninsula, as
became clear at the recent meeting in Cozumel, where we saw that development plans
in the various States involved are definitely coming together. We really felt the
difference in our work with the Planning Program of the State of Quintana Roo when
IICA made it possible for us to receive advisory assistance from a high-level specialist,
in order to make the Planning Program policies more consistent with the SARH
Office in the State.

“In addition, the Development Plan of the State of Quintana Roo has other
important features, such as a sociological approach which, while not established per
se in the methods we have been given, has proved to be enriching. Given the charac-
teristics of the State of Quintana Roo, any research or study uncovers aspects that
were not originally taken into consideration. | suppose that is the charm of this
State.’

“Ronquillo went on to discuss future possibilities for the SARH-1ICA
Agreement: ‘It looks very promising, as far as | understand |ICA's advisory services.



Nevertheless, | feel that we should be more specific in regional matters. By this |
mean that, in the case of the State of Quintana Roo, | think we should give special
consideration to the type of characteristics that come up by zone or by region and
affect I1ICA’s work. If the members of the Secretariat itself begin to generalize, |
think IICA could reverse the trend by particularizing. In other words, they could
make their studies more specific.

‘*So far, traditional farming has been the practice here, which means that the
major products are rice, corn and beans. The beans are alternated with the corn. The
campesinos of Quintana Roo have always felt a great deal of satisfaction because of
their self-sufficiency, without realizing that they have the potential of developing
their farming even more and becoming large-scale producers.’

““Thus, the voices and opinions of the participants themselves have shown us
the progress of the Project to Consolidate and Develop an Agricultural Planning
System in Yucatan, an area located in Southeastern Mexico and covering an expanse
of over 14,000 square kilometers. It has over a million and a half inhabitants, and
ecological conditions are similar in Yucatan, Campeche and Quintana Roo. This area
looks hopefully toward the future because of efforts like those of the Simon Bolivar
Fund of the Inter-American Institute of Agricultural Sciences.”

Finally, Ladies and Gentlemen, | cannot overlook an extremely important
IICA activity which has been founded on the great generosity of the Government of
Mexico. | am speaking of reciprocal training.

Mexican institutions have never turned a deaf ear to programs of this nature.
Mexico has proudly and humbly demonstrated both its successes and its shortcom-
ings to all its friends in Latin America who have passed through our Offices.

In this fiscal year alone, 11CA-Mexico has received 36 Latin American special-
ists from six different countries, who have come to receive reciprocal training in
agricultural credit, agricultural communication, fruit production, agricultural exten-
sion services, rural education management, agricultural planning, and campesino orga-
nization and training.

FOURTH AUDIOVISUAL MODULE

“One of the effects of IICA’s work in Mexico has been to provide a major link
between the agricultural sector institutions in this country and their counterparts
around Latin America. Training and institutional experiences in Mexico have given
the country a great deal of visibility among its sister republics on the Continent.
Many Latin American institutions have adopted the structures and operational
patterns they observed in Mexico.

“I1CA’s work around the Hemisphere is funded with resources from a number
of different sources. First, quota funds are paid annually by the 27 member coun-
tries. In addition, the Institute sustains agreements, contracts, contribtions and dona-
tions with other international organizations.

"National institutions that have benefited from technical cooperation activ-
ities contribute counterpart funds through bilateral agreements and contracts, for
conducting specific projects.

“The other source of income is IICA's Simon Bolivar Fund, which was
established with an initial contribution of ten million dollars over a five-year period,
from the Government of Venezuela, for implementing specific projects in the mem-
ber countries.

“In 1980, IICA’s Technical Cooperation Program in Mexico will cost one-half
miltion dollars, including quota and extra-quota funds. This total does not include
other resources, such as counterpart funds, or resources acquired as a direct result of
project activities.
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"“IICA’s work in Mexico is representative of the 1500 projects sustained by
the Institute in its 27 member countries. These activities have involved 777 national
institutions and have received the participation of over 25,500 persons active in
agricultural development in the Continent.

“This work has brought about the rapid growth of the Inter-American Insti-
tute of Agricultural Sciences, which entered the eighties with an international techni-
cal corps of 200 high-level professionals, 85 percent of whom are working in the
Offices in the countries. For its work on the Continent, the Institute receives funding
from diverse sources and reached a 1980 total of 33 million dollars.

“The IICA Office in Mexico is very proud to have been one of the first
Institute Offices in member countries. It has personally witnessed 11CA’s develop-
ment to meet the growing needs for technial cooperation in the agricultural institu-
tions of Mexico.

“On the occasion of the Nineteenth Annual Meeting of IICA’s Board of Direc-
tors, held in Mexico City and attended by distinguished high-level representatives of
the agricultural institutions in the member countries, the |ICA Office in Mexico would
iike to reaffirm its commitment to provide technical cooperation for the authorities
and people of Mexico. Our firmest hope is that the outcome of this work will
increase agricultural production and productivity and augment the well-being of rural
dwellers in all the countries of the Americas.

“As was stated by His Excellency the President of Mexico, Mr. José Lopez
Portillo, ‘No one is blind to the importance of concerted, systematic efforts by the
international organizations. In the final analysis, these organizations are whatever the
member Governments want them to be, and therefore | am certain that the partici-
pants in this Meeting will work intensively, in the conviction that they hold in their
hands the possibility of continuing to strengthen, orient and develop the policies and
actions of the Inter-American Institute of Agricultural Sciences. These efforts will
always be to serve the interests and aspirations of the member countries, in the area
of regional agricultural development.’"’

It is evident that IICA’s work cannot be carried out by any single individual;
rather, it must fall to a team of specialists who, in the past as in the present, have
brought their best to this beautiful country. Without the support of the General
Services personnel, this group of specialists could never have achieved its goals.

MANUEL RODRIGUEZ, AT THE CLOSING SESSION OF THE
NINETEENTH ANNUAL MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Ladies and Gentlemen:

To summarize the work of an intense and highly productive meeting is a very
pleasurable task, as it can be analyzed from different perspectives to provide a clear
idea of the importance of its accomplishments.
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Twenty-five years of consecutive meetings of the Technical Advisory Council
and nineteen years of the Board of Directors have produced many valuable docu-
ments, not only on the historical development of our institution, but also on the
concerns of those who participate as the representatives of |ICA’s member countries
at these meetings, motivated by the progress and development of agriculture and the
well-being of the Latin American and Caribbean populations.

It would be a lengthy task to list all the achievements resulting from the
participation and deliberations of the worthy members of the Technical Advisory
Council and the Board of Directors.

Their most significant contribution, however, has been to provide the Institute
with the objectives, organization, structure and resources that have enabled it to
become a significant element in support of the agricultural sector and the rural
population of Latin America and the Caribbean, moved by a broad humanistic spirit
of solidarity, liberty and respect for the human spirit, especially for the campesino
family, and pursuing the campesinos’ integration into society and their participation
in national development.

IICA's significant achievements in its 26 member countries have enabled us to
better understand their complex problems and the true challenge of rural develop-
ment. It has enabled us to define our standards of action, which were described by the
Director General to the Board of Directors in reference to 1ICA’s concept of partici-
patory technical cooperation. It has enabled us to support institutions throughout
Latin America and the Caribbean, to strengthen them and train their directors and
specialists, since they must implement the policies and plans of their governments.
Thus, within this framework, the T.A.C. and the Board of Directors have supported
the objectives that made IICA the inter-American agency responsible for progress in
agriculture and the rural life of Latin America and the Caribbean, responding with
rapid growth and development.

The work performed by the Technical Advisory Council in its 25 years of
meetings, and |ICA’'s Board of Directors in Washington, and especially its annual
Board of Directors meetings, deserve special recognition before we enter into a
discussion of the achievements of this week’s efforts, and their significance to the
new |ICA, which, with the cooperation and support of the countries and our Board
of Directors, will soon initiate its activities when the new Convention goes into
effect.

It is significant that the latest meeting of the T.A.C. and the Board of Direc-
tors be held in Mexico, a country which has pioneered in developing an integrated
agricultural policy throughout its history, and which aims to reduce the isolation of
the rural campesino population and overcome the natural limitations of large parts of
its territory which are arid and almost desert-like. The notable work in irrigation
performed by the General Office of Water Resources, now a part of the Secretariat of
Agriculture and Water Resources, and directed by Francisco Merino Rébago, is an
example of how they are confronting the problems of food production for approxi-
mately 70 million inhabitants,

We extend our best wishes for the success of the “Mexican Food System"”
(SAM), that promises to resolve the countries’ food production needs in the medium
sterm. We know this can be done as Mexico has an excellent technical base for dealing
with the problem and only needs the support of integral policies, as described by
#Becretary Rébago during the first session of the Board of Directors. Mexico's policy
will be observed with much interest in the future by the delegates at this meeting.

The deliberations of the Technical Advisory Council and the Board of Direc-
tors have resulted in recommendations and 20 approved resolutions that will guide
the Institute’s and the Director General’s actions during the period beginning in
1981, a period which will be of particular note because of the transition to the
Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture.



Next, | will briefly summarize the most outstanding aspects of the agreements
arrived at during these intensive working sessions by the 26 delegates who represent
all of IICA’s member countries.

The debates were moderated very effectively by the Minister of Agriculture
from Haiti, Agricultural Engineer Wilner Pierre Louis; Agricuttural Engineer Dr. Roy
Francisco Riascos Elfas, from Colombia and Dr. Tydeo Larre Borges, from Uruguay,
to whom we offer our thanks in the name of the Director General.

The Technical Advisory Council took note of the technical activities perform-
ed between July 1, 1978 and December 31, 1979.

In recognition of merit in agriculture, the Technical Advisory Council awarded
the Inter-American Agricultural Medal to Agricultural Engineer Ernesto José Doreste,
from Venezuela, for his outstanding contributions to research and agricultural educa-
tion in his country. Dr. Don Fiester, from the United States of America, was awarded
the Inter-American Agricultural Development Award and José Mayorga, from El
Salvador, the Inter-American Agricultural Award for Young Professionals.

Of special import was the round table on Planning and Agricultural Adminis-
tration for Rural Development. The interesting presentations by Dr. David Koren and
Dr. Luis Paz Silva, stimulated much participation and indicated the marked interest
of our countries in this subject. It culminated in the ratification of several matters
that national sectoral planning directors had described as their basic problems at the
planning seminars held last year, and upon which the Institute, though PROPLAN,
will focus its future support.

The Board of Directors approved 20 important resolutions which are particu-
larly relevant to the Institute’s activities for 1981 and for the transitional period.

| will mention only a few of the objectives of these resolutions:

- 1981 Program-Budget.
- Bases for the Evaluation of the General Plan and the Medium-Term
Indicative Plan.

- Inflation, and its effects on |ICA.

- Program Budget of the Simon Bolivar Fund, and increasing support to

the Program.

- Contractual status of CATIE.

- Resolution of support to the Animal Health and Plant Protection Pro-

grams.

- Support to the Regional Cooperative Agricultural Research Program,

11ICA Southern Cone/IDB.

- IICA coordination with the Inter-American Indigenous Institute.

- Offer of technical assistance from Korea.

- Swine fever in Haiti.

- Site of the next meeting of the Board of Directors.

- Recognition of Ing. Oswaldo Valdés for his contributions to |ICA.

- Vote of thanks to the Government and People of Mexico.

We appreciate the participation of the Observers from Spain, Israel, Egypt,
Japan and Korea, and thank them for attending; we are also grateful to those from
the international agencies of FAO, IDB, INDIGENI, OAS, PAHO-WHO, ECLA,
CREPAL and the Pan American Institute of Geography and History; from the
regional agencies of ALIDE and CARDI; and from the international centers of CIAT,
CIMMYT, CIP and IITA,

A special thanks for the statements and observations made by the FAO and
|DB representatives to help clarify some points that were discussed at the meeting.

A special recognition to the press, radio and television for providing publicity
on the activities of the T.A.C. and the Board of Directors Meetings.
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We give special thanks to the secretarial, interpretation, translation and servi-
ces personnel for their hard work.

Once again, we thank the mebers of the T.A.C, and the Board of Directors for
their support of IICA’s action in Latin America and the Caribbean, which has enabled
us to expand our cooperation with the member countries in programs for developing
the agricultural and rural sectors, and which has opened the way for new action
under the broader objectives of the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on
Agriculture.

Improving the ability to produce food and to improve the living conditions of
the rural environment is the challenge for this decade which we can keep alive with
the spirit of cooperation and inter-American solidarity we have inherited from our
predecessors, and which are the essence of Bolivar’s ideal of liberty and solidarity for
our countries.

In conclusion, we would like to give special thanks to His Excellency the
President of the Republic of the United States of Mexico, José Lopez Portillo, for the
honor he bestowed on us by inaugurating our meeting.

To the Secretary of Agriculture and Water Resources, the government officials
and the authorities who joined us, our thanks for your kind attentions and support
which guaranteed the success of this meeting.
